To the issue of the root causes of the events
of 1989 in Eastern Europe

A quarter of a century ago the occurring heady events led to what would
later become known as The Velvet Revolutions. In a nutshell, between the July
and December of 1989 the socialist system in this region underwent dramatic
and seemingly sudden transformations, i.e. the collapse of six Communist re-
gimes. Such rapid course of events and, more importantly, the scale of chang-
es that began as the outcome of these events blasted the world and, actually,
turned out to be an absolute shock to politicians, diplomats, analysts, and,
perhaps, for the participants of those events. Henceforth, the great interest to
identify the root causes of what happened in these countries in the late 1980
was won by the representatives of academic and expert communities.

The rapid destruction of the Communist regimes in this region is pre-
sumed to be driven by both internal and external push-pull factors. It is
generally accepted, that any revolutionary upheavals are due, primarily,
to internal causes. But, in the case of the events of 1989, the majority of
experts tended to think about the crucial role of the external factor, which
was considered to be the policy of the Soviet leadership, pursued by
Mikhail Gorbachev. Some even considered it the immediate reason of the
Velvet revolutions. According to M. W. Shoemaker, «no one predicted the
events of 1989, precisely because no one expected that the Soviet Union
would permit to occur such changes in Eastern Europey, adding that «the
Soviet Union did not merely acquiesce in these changes, moreover, it was
a vigorous agent in bringing them abouty. Taking into consideration in-
ternal reasons, Western Europe scholars revolved their focus around the
economic issues, faced in the 1980s by the socialist countries in Eastern
Europe, namely the inefficiency of the planned, administrative economy,
which became more obvious, required public goods scarcity, mismanage-
ment resulted in enormous debts to the West, etc.
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To dispute, however, that the economic turmoil was the main cause
of events in 1989 means to simplify the reality. By world standards, Hun-
gary, and especially Czechoslovakia and the GDR used to be well-de-
veloped economies, and comparing to other countries, not mentioning
countries of the Third World, their population had been enjoying quite
thriving standards of living. Nevertheless, the lack in modern conditions
necessary to meet the requirements of the effective economy of flexibility
and technological innovation, growing dependence on imported technol-
ogy and foreign sources of financing and investment, the scarcity of daily
consumption goods and services, a universal bureaucratization of all
walks of life had a considerable power to create general discontent.

Despite the importance of clarifying the nature of the economic prob-
lems, aggravated in the socialist countries of Eastern Europe, it is equally
important be aware of the changes in the political and moral atmosphere.
The success of the anti-Communist demonstrations in the second half of
80s was due to the deep crisis of the ruling Communist party and state bu-
reaucracy, whose political practice is in fact discredited the slogans that
they proclaimed. And this implies a striking lack of Communist leaders’
confidence in their abilities and a lack of political will during the tumul-
tuous events of 1989. The power literally in the eyes lost control over the
situation and with it its legitimacy and credibility.

A series of reforms that began in Eastern Europe after rapid and dra-
matic events of 1989 were of clearly revolutionary character: the socialist
system, transforming the political system through the introduction of demo-
cratic procedures, the establishment of new parties, the spread of pluralism
in the ideological and political sphere, the transition to market economy
with the full restoration of private property and the like ones. Thus, as a
result of the events of 1989 which eliminated pro-Soviet political regimes
and held reforms there was a change of social-political and economic order
in the countries of Eastern Europe. Therefore, in view of classical definition
of the concept of «revolutiony, these events deserve to be called revolu-
tions or, if ones like, the «velvet revolutions». However, not everything is
as straightforward as it seems on the outside. Some scientists believe that
in the characteristics of the considered events, the word «revolutiony is not
chosen very well. Their arguments can be reduced to the following theses.

Firstly, none of the Communist government in Eastern Europe
was, in fact, overthrown. They all peacefully gave up his powers. At
crucial moments, no Communist government did not give the order
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to shoot at their own citizens who participated in meetings and dem-
onstrations (the exception is Romania, but there is resistance from
the side of ruling powers was brief). Gradually in different countries,
ruling Communist parties were first forced to compromise with their
opponents and then, in most cases, to relinquish part of their power to
them. Moreover, the Communist parties reacted loyally to the chang-
ing political situation, participated in the first multi-party elections
after 1989 and even won them in some countries (let’s say, in Albania,
Bulgaria, etc.), though for a while.

Secondly, except for Poland, any internal opposition was established,
which posed a serious threat to the Communist regime, which had a clear
program, in fact, of revolutionary actions, openly declaring their commit-
ment to a radical dismantling of the existing system.

Thirdly, the reforms and transformations initiated by the events of
1989 were carried out, as it is unsurprising at first glance, with the
participation of a significant and in some countries even the most of
recently representatives of the ruling elites. Former representatives of
the party-state nomenclature cleverly adapted themselves to the reform
process and was able to hold in their hands not only the power (which
they had earlier), but also to amass property, as in the socialist period
they could not dream of it. However, such a fairly common practice does
not correspond to the contents of classic revolution, because the latter
just deprives of the pre-revolutionary ruling elite and the ruling classes
the power and the ownership.

And, fourthly, the revolutions did not lead to the re-establishment of
the system, having existed before the previous revolution. In this case, just
such a phenomenon is traced: the so-called people’s democratic revolu-
tions in the late 1940, having shattered the political and socio-economic
order (capitalism), but the Velvet Revolutions restored the essence of
these former order though in compliance with the-then parameter. That is
why the representatives of the left-wing political views often declare the
events of 1989 and, consequently caused social system transformations
as counterrevolutions.

1t is worth mentioning that in the long run of history, some scientists
in the Eastern European countries started to use of the word «revolu-
tion» concerning the events of 1989 in a more considered way. A well-
known Hungarian historian Lajos Izsak recognizes the events of 1989 as
the revolution, but takes this word in quotation marks («revolution») and,
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in our opinion, he does it purposefully. It is quite natural, his evaluation
and assessment, on the surface, are quite positive and, what is more, he
specifies the exact definition of what happened in 1989, namely, «the ne-
gotiated revolutiony.

So, it is quite comprehensible, to define the historical content and
essence of 1989events is rather a challenging task. Therefore, historians,
political scientists, philosophers of the next generations will probably
keep on making in-depth analysis of root causes and essence of the events
of 1989. But, what cannot be questioned is their enormous historical-
significance, regardless the-then contemporaries or descendants’ assess-
ment. The events, that occurred in Eastern Europe at the turn of 80-90'%
of the 20™ century, are reckoned by a certain circle of highly-established
historians ones of the most outstanding, and, by all means, the crucial
events that having ultimately outlined «ahead of scheduley this course of
history and, in many areas, ushered a new era of world history.
