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and ways of activity and it is actualized as cognitive activity. On the grounds of the analysis of the results of a number of studies,
the indicators of the level and features of the development of the studied quality are outlined. interest in the content and the pro-
cess of activity; the desire to assimilate information about the environment and master certain ways of activity, mobilization
of moral and volitional efforts to achieve the goal of cognitive activity;, emotional attitude to the environment (admiration, dis-
appointment, surprise — that is, the variety of emotional states caused by the components of the environment), initiative; origi-
nality. The content of the questionnaire has been developed as one of the methods of scientific research used at the ascertaining
stage of the research. On the basis of generalisation of the results of the questionnaire the urgency of the researched problem
is confirmed (almost half of future preschool specialists have an understanding of the concept which does not correspond to its
scientific definition; a significant number of students determine the level of development of their ability to form cognitive activity
of preschool children not sufficient enough or insufficient). The directions of further scientific study of the researched problem
are determined: psychological and pedagogical support of formation of cognitive activity of preschool children and training
future specialists of preschool education for formation of researched quality.

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Rezunova O. S., Perederii O. L. Formation of pedagogical self-efficacy of a teacher as an integral part of his
innovative professional activity

In the modern educational space, the greatest value is a teacher who is capable for self-development and self-improvement
in professional activities, able to adapt to changing environments, able to quickly update and increase competencies, free to
navigate information flows.

The article highlights the problem of improving the quality of professional readiness of teachers for innovative pedagogical
activities through the formation of their pedagogical self-efficacy.

The scientific essence of the phenomena “self-efficacy” and “pedagogical self-efficacy” are considered as qualities, quali-
fication knowledge, skills and methodological skills in order to achieve optimal results in teaching.

The expediency of forming pedagogical self-efficacy of teachers is substantiated, because teachers with a higher level
of self-efficacy have a higher level of innovative teaching and the ability to apply creative approaches in pedagogical activities.

The main factors that, according to researchers, have the greatest impact on the formation of the studied construct are pre-
sented. past experience of successes and failures, control over their professionally oriented actions, observation of professional
achievements of other teachers, verbal beliefs, self-esteem and self-regulation, emotional state.

The importance of pedagogical self-efficacy for achieving the productivity of pedagogical activity and the success of the pro-
motion of teachers to the pedagogical ideal is revealed. Thus, the demand for highly effective teachers who can correctly assess
their own abilities, capabilities and results of their teaching activities will grow every year.
