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ECONOMIC SECURITY
OF UKRAINE UNDER MARTIAL LAW

Abstract. Economic security is a critical concept that has become increasingly
important in recent years due to the global economic and political uncertainties.
It is an essential component of national security that focuses on protecting a
country’s economic well-being, including its resources, infrastructure, industries,
and financial system, from potential threats and risks. In today’s globalized world,
economic security has taken on new dimensions, encompassing not just traditional
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issues such as trade and investment, but also new threats such as cyber-attacks,
terrorism, pandemics, local military conflicts and wars. As a result of Russian
invasion of Ukraine, military threats bring to the fore the protection of the vital
needs of Ukrainian society and the country, including the preservation of national
sovereignty and the restoration of territorial integrity. The article examines the
impact of the military aggression of Russia on the economy of Ukraine. The main
risks for economic security have been identified, such as filling the state budget,
complication of foreign economic activity conditions, forced migration of the
population and growth of unemployment, high inflation, damage / destruction of
energy, industrial, residential and social infrastructure, etc. It is noted that in the
future, the revival of economic activity will be significantly affected by digitalization
of administrative services with the aim of improving conditions for business activity
andreducing corruption risks. In conclusion, it is suggested the measures foreconomic
security that can be achieved through various means, such as building resilient and
diversified economies, promoting technological innovation and entrepreneurship,
developing a skilled workforce, and strengthening trade and investment ties with
other countries. This can help reduce reliance on a few key industries or trading
partners, which can increase a country’s vulnerability to economic shocks. Another
key aspect of economic security is the need to protect critical infrastructure, such
as transportation systems, energy grids, and communication networks, from
Pphysical and cyber threats. This can be achieved through investments in new
technologies, enhanced regulation, and improved risk management strategies. In
addition, effective economic security measures require international cooperation,
including collaboration between governments, businesses, and non-governmental
organization. This can help build trust, facilitate the exchange of information and
best practices, and promote a shared understanding of economic security challenges
and solutions. By promoting economic resilience, innovation, and international
cooperation, Ukraine can enhance its economic security and reduce the impact of
future economic shocks.
