Abstract. The paper deals with the analysis of the structure of synonymic sets of
the verbs of perception in the Old English. The synonymic relationships of the senso-
rial lexemes are under study and their synonymic sets are classified according to the
distinctive features and types of perception. Qualitative and quantitative characteris-
tics of synonymic sets of the old English perception verbs are defined.
