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The objective of this article is to analyze the content of the professional foreign language
communication courses at the universities of Great Britain — Oxford, Cambridge and London School of
Economics. The purpose of our project is to identify the features of the organization and functioning of
the professional foreign language communication courses at universities of Great Britain and to
substantiate the possibilities of using the British experience in Ukraine. According to the purpose of the
project, the following main tasks of our research are defined: to study the state of the problem research;
to investigate the directions of reforming courses in Great Britain; to describe the organization and
functioning of the professional foreign language communication courses; to carry out a comparative and
pedagogical analysis of language policy in Ukraine and Great Britain and to exemplify some
recommendations for the possible implementation of the experience of Great Britain in the practice of
higher education in our country. The object of the project is the professional foreign language
communication courses in universities of Great Britain. The subject of the study is the content, forms,
methods and technologies of the above mentioned courses. During our research it has been proved that
an important incentive for the creation of courses is the introduction and practice of both compulsory and
optional elective courses in British universities. The practical significance of the obtained results of the
project lies in the possibility of using the experience of organizing and functioning of professional foreign
language communication courses in universities of Great Britain in higher educational institutions of
Ukraine.
