Meleshchenko V., Chernii L., Zablotska L. Postcolonial
experience of the novel “Beloved” by Tony Morrison

Summary. Contemporary American literature reveals
reality from different points of view, particularly the study
of the intercultural phenomenon, the problems of intercultural
communication, the border states of the members of national
minorities and moving their works to the forefront. The prob-
lem of the significance of ethnic groups is raised in margin-
al literature whose authors were representatives of national
minorities too. Slavery inflicted cultural trauma on blacks
and deprived them of their own thoughts and language. For
a long time, they were forced to put up with “cultural dumb-
ness”, “non-recognition”, “forced assimilation”, “invisibility”.

In order to rethink the collective identity of African Ameri-
cans, Tony Morrison tried to rewrite official history, which was
represented by Western colonial culture. She views postcoloni-
al critique through the prism of racial discourses of “wildness”
and “animality”. The author tries to penetrate into the national
identity, helps to understand and realize the historical roots,
preserving her culture and women’s desire for self-determi-
nation in society. Describing the colonial history of slavery,
Morrison describes slaves as postcolonial objects who suf-
fer and challenge both the physical and epistemic violence
of the colonial system.

Retelling the infanticide in the novel “Beloved”, Morrison,
in addition to the testimony of the white master, gives the black
mother the right to vote and explores the ideological forces that
caused the tragic events. By this act of Sethe, Morrison focuses
on the manifestation of the dualistic Western discourse: black —
wild, white — civilized. In other words, by claiming owner-
ship of their children through infanticide, black women can be
compared to animals that lack humanity, but at the same time
they oppose the white slave system, which saw them as objects
for the birth of new slaves and free labor.
