Zhykhareva 0. Ecopoetics: Research Perspectives.

This paper reviews the main ideas and conceptions of ecopoetics that emerged due to new ecological
content of traditional and modern poetological research in the context of ecological culture and ecological
thinking. New scholarly (ecopoetics, linguistic ecopoetics, ecological literature) and literary (ecopoetry,
nature poetry, environmental poetry, green poetry) varieties, trends and genres appeared under the umbrella
name of ecopoetics. Three perspectives of research within ecopoetics are highlighted: literary, cultural and
linguopoetic. While literary studies are primarily ecocriticism-oriented in the analysis of literary texts
belonging to various genres, and cultural studies pays focus on ecopoetry regarding it in terms of interaction
between culture and namre in order to shape humanity’s ecological awareness, linguistic poetics envisages
a vast palette of ecologically charged text elements, ecoconcepts and ecomotifs refering to different linguistic
and cultural communities.
