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Summary

The paper addresses peculiarities of postmodernist interpretation
of history. Midnight’s Children by S.Rushdie is used to demonstrate
various techniques applied in historiographic metafiction, such as
deconstruction of the humanistic faith in free, coherent and unified
self, problematic and questioning attitude towards historical knowledge
that leads to the problematizing of history, discursive nature of all
reference, textualized character of any approach to the past. The
paper also focuses on methods of subversion of traditional concepts
of objectivity. The author demonstrates how conventional approaches
to fiction and history writing are challenged. The article also explores
methods of detotalizing History in favor of histories that undermine
causality and continuity as well as other conventions of historiographic
reference and narrative realism.
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
