Marhaychuk N., Ivanenko S. The initial phase of development
of art criticism in Kharkov (first half of the 19th century). The
article deals with the initial phase of development of art criticism in
Kharkov University (late 1800’s — early 1840-ies.). It is indicated
that the Imperial University in Kharkov was in the main center
of art criticism formation as an academic science during the first
half of the 19™ century. Art criticism as a self-sufficient academic
discipline was not taught in the 1930ies of the 19™ century due
to its “shapelessness”. Despite this, the main issues in art criti-
cism and aesthetics were included into the program of master’s
examinations. In the first decades of Kharkov Imperial University
existence professors encyclopedists invited from Germany and
France delivered lectures on issues related to the history of art.
Graduate of Vienna University L. Umlyauf (1757-1807), who
led the courses in German literature and Roman “Antiques (an-
tiquitates)”; member of Paris Royal Academy J.-N. Belin de Ballu
(1753-1815), gave lectures on “Greek archeology (antiquitates)”
in addition to the courses of Greek and French literature; professor
of declamation and Greek literature of the Marburg University,
direct student of G. Heine (1729-1812) at Goettingen University
D.-H. Rommel (1781-1859) and others were among them. It is

pointed out in the article that in Kharkov young professor D.-
H. Rommel was filled with the idea of preparation materials that
were necessary to study antiquities. So, for practical studying
of antiquities he founded classical seminaries as H.-G. Heine in
Gottingen did. Seminary foundation at the University was a meth-
odological innovation, as many professors did not recognize the
value of practical training. Training process at that time was not
binary and subject-subjective; it relied on an authoritarian style.

The first rector of the university, doctor of philosophy, slavist
1. Rizhskiy (1755-1811) was not indifferent to questions of aes-
thetics and art. To get direct acquaintance with material objects
of antiquity he went to the ruins of Olbia.

The course in “Aesthetics and Classical Archaeology” (antiquita-
tes) in Kharkov can be considered the first attempt as for consistent
clarification of issues of art history. This course had been lectured
at the Department of Classical Philology of Philological faculty
since 1820. One of the first in the Russian Empire (and the first in
Eastern lands) a graduate of the University of Jena I. Kroneberg
(1788-1838) began to deliver self-sufficient lectures on aesthetics
within a specified course. In “Materials for the history of aesthet-
ics,” published in 1831 he gives the aesthetic theory mainly of
German scientists (Winckelmann, Kant, Lessing etc.) but he does
not stay away from French thinkers. According to the time art was
no longer only a copy (“reflection”) of reality for I. Kroneberg.
Indeed, the artist has the right to its artistic reinterpretation, and
the work of art exists as the integrity of content and form (ideal
and real). The main idea of his aesthetic works is the concept
of historicism, which he inherited from the classics of German
idealistic philosophy. This gave the author the right to oppose
the announced works of ancient art as unchanged samples by
classicism representatives. As a result we can see the interest
of I. Kroneberg in the art of the Middle Ages. In particular, he
initiated the acquisition of facsimile engravings of A. Diirer for
the university museum and executed description of 8 engravings
of “Apocalypse”.

In Kharkov University courses of Greek and Roman languages
and antiquitates have become obligatory since 1835. Graduate
of Dorpat University, doctor of philosophy, young professor
of Classical languages and Antiques department A. Valitskiy
(1806 (09) — 1858) was put in to work out the course of Greek
antiquities (3 hours per week) for the third and fourth year students.
His teaching activity has acquired a special role in the development
of art history in Kharkov University. In 1836-1849 A. Valitsky
was the head of the numismatic cabinet at the University, where
he regularly held practical lessons on “Greek antiquity” and
“Overview of the Encyclopedia of philology and archeology of
ancient art.” The purpose of these lessons was to acquaint students
with samples of ancient art, its content and form.

Thus, traditionally for the time questions of art history at Kharkov
University existed within the philosophical and ancient disciplines
at the Departments of Greek and Roman literature, or general His-
tory and Philosophy. In the Russian Empire at that time it was an
important element of the new “Western-oriented” (classic), culture
and a sign of education. This process took place under the influence
of a number of factors, most important of which were: firstly, the
archaeological discoveries in the north of Russia that gave the re-
searchers of classic “antiquitates” new wide material; secondly, the
transferring and mastering of methods and techniques of western,
primarily German classical philology by Russian scientists; thirdly,
familiarity with modern European philosophy, which ideas filled
the science of antiquity and rescued it from death.

Activity of scientists of the one third of the 19" century that
was connected with problems of Art History in their academic
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courses paved the way for the emergence of “collectors” among
university graduates (A. Alferov, I. Betsky) and real “experts” of
art (D. Kachenovsky, A. Matushinskiy). They were not scientists,
and experts in the field of art history, but they were able to obtain
sufficient visual experience and artistic intuition. They collected,
organized, studied in detail and described both known and new
works of art with their teachers to become members of ““scientific”
level stage in the development of native art criticism.
