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Zhadanov Yu. A. GENESIS AND SPECIFICITY OF FEMINIST UTOPIAN LITERATURE

The article deals with the history of the origin and development of women s utopian literature. The author's
version of the possible stages in the development of feminist utopian literature is proposed. The classification
is based on the time factor (the time when a particular work appeared), the gender identity of the authors,
and the presence of utopian features in the works.

At each stage, key authors are identified, the most important works in which utopian problems are realized
are named. A brief analysis of the texts made it possible to highlight the features of female utopian thought, its
differences and similarities with traditional (male) utopian literature.

The first examples of feminist utopia appeared in the 17th and 18th centuries in the novels “New Jerusalem”
by Mary Carrie, “Blazing World” by Margaret Cavendish and “Millennium Hall” by Sarah Scott. The specific
genre features revealed in the course of the analysis of these works make it possible to state that a new view
of utopian problems has appeared in world literature.

The next important stage at the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries was marked by the work of Charlotte
Perkins Gilman. Her novel “Herland” brought women's utopian literature to a new qualitative level.

The results of the study led to the conclusion the early feminist utopias of M. Carrey, M. Cavendish and S. Scot
were non-canonical variants of utopia (the canon was formed in the works of Plato, T. More, T. Campanella,
etc.), which led step by step to a critical perception of the works of women writers. Despite this fact, the authors
managed to expand the genre framework of utopia, creating a religious utopia like (M. Carrey), an elitist
utopia (M. Cavendish) and a femininecentric utopia (S. Scott). After the appearance of the novel “Women's
Land” by S. Gilman, who put the women's utopian novel on a par with the best achievements of the utopian
genre of the late 19th — n. 20th century (J. Verne, W. Morris, E. Bellamy, G. Wells) changed the skeptical
attitude towards the possibilities of the feminist utopia.
