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The introduction of effective methods of solving problems by teaching morphological disciplines to international students
to form their professional competencies remains relevant today. This is due to the high level of necessity for medical
education in many countries worldwide, a sufficient level of teaching in Ukrainian higher education institutions and attractive
learning conditions. An indisputable step for a comprehensive integration process at the university is the combination and
complementarity of educational and scientific processes. Requirements for the training of doctors include the organization of
a scientific control system in the learning process. In Ukraine, the essence of modernization of the educational process is most
reflected in the Concept of distance education, which due to such a global phenomenon as the Internet, covered broad sections
of society and became the essential factor in its development. It has been proved that the efficiency of the educational process
can be achieved due to favorable conditions for the work of students, solving problems related to the introduction of various
means of their activation and motivation, development of comprehensive measures of educational and control types.

However, the training of English-speaking specialists causes some difficulties, namely: mastering the methods of practical
classes, presenting lectures and studying anatomical nomenclature in English, forming a high level of spoken English, creating
and improving the teaching base, purchasing modern English textbooks and preparation of foreign students for the license-

integrated exam «Step-1».

Despite all the peculiarities, the training of English-speaking doctors is the right step of any domestic higher medical

institution and reflects global practice.
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Introduction. In modern conditions in the medical
university a special role is given to the study of
fundamental disciplines, as medical and biological
disciplines create a basis for the knowledge acquired
by students in clinical departments. In this regard,
the issues of raising the level of knowledge of junior
students are particularly acute. Students must have a
clear idea that without sufficient knowledge of human
anatomy it is impossible to acquire professional skills
[1, 2].

The purpose of the work is to determine the
features of the organization of the educational process
in English-speaking students in the discipline of «Human
Anatomy».

Main part. Poltava State Medical University (PSMU)
cooperates with various international organizations
and establishes relations with universities of other
countries, ie is reasonably actively implemented in
the global educational space. The educational process
of international students is subordinated to the
international faculty. Previously, international students
of our university studied in russian, and during one
academicyearinthe preparatory program, they learned
only the language and then began to study medicine.
But in recent years, the enrollment of students from
different countries (India, Egypt, Morocco, Pakistan,
Nigeria, Ghana) has become much more active, and
there is a need to receive medical education in English.
Increasing the number of international students in
Ukrainian medical institutions also aims to use a
differentiated pedagogical approach depending on
the level of preparation of the applicant from other
countries [3].

Thus, the international faculty deals with foreign
English-speaking students, whose admission increases
with each academic year, and foreign Ukrainian-
speaking students. In other respects, the educational
process has no significant differences in comparing
domestic and English-language forms of education,
ie the amount of information, requirements for
students and teaching methods are similar. There
are studies in two areas at the International Faculty:
specialty «Medicine» and «Dentistry». In the specialty
«Medicine» teaching the discipline «<Human Anatomy»
is held for three semesters, while in the specialty
«Dentistry» — for two.

At the base of the Department of Human Anatomy
educational process is the methodological principle,
which provides for practical classes and lectures in
the curriculum following the working curriculum and
syllabus. At the end of the study of any anatomical
section is the final lesson, and after the study of the
discipline, students make a semester final certification
in the form of an exam [4].

With the increase in the number of English-
speaking students, teachers of the Department of
Anatomy have a difficult task — to master the methods
of practical classes and lectures in English and increase
the effectiveness of educational activities to ensure
a high level of knowledge. Therefore, working with
international students requires searching for modern
tools and the latest technologies in the educational
process [5, 6].

Working with students of the international faculty,
we encountered some difficulties. First, it was necessary
to study the anatomical nomenclature in English. Before
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that, we used International Anatomical Terminology,
edited by V.G. Cherkasov [7]. Although most English
and Latin terms have a related origin, the differences
in pronunciation are deep, and many concepts have
a completely different meaning. In addition, it may
be a mistake to use Latin anatomical terminology to
facilitate teaching: students often do not understand
Latin due to large phonetic differences. The study of
Latin by medical students takes place in parallel with
the study of anatomy during the first year of study.

It is also necessary to increase the level of spoken
language because, at first, it was pretty challenging
to explain the clinical significance of a particular
education or to analyze the situational task. In addition,
without a good level of spoken English, it is difficult to
build a professional dialogue with a student, as many
interested foreigners ask many questions, both on
clinical anatomy and clarifying anatomical information.
The teacher must have an extensive vocabulary, know
many synonyms of words to be active in dialogue and
not get lost when students replace a concept. From
the first practical classes, the teacher begins to form
an interest in the subject through visual methods,
involving students in making anatomical preparations,
which significantly affects the achievement of learning
goals. All this encourages the formation of the necessary
competencies for successful professional activity [8, 9].

Another big problem for our department was the
complete lack of educational and methodological base
in English for working with students of the international
faculty. It was necessary to create all methodological
instructions and visual aids for students and teachers
andindependenttraining of students. Acomplicated and
time-consuming part of the work was preparing lecture
material with multimedia support in English. It should
be noted that the development of all methodological
complexes was carried out independently without
the involvement of professional translators. For each
practical lesson, teachers prepared a list of theoretical
issues that the student should know, a list of formations
that must be shown on anatomical preparations, and
a list of used literature. Practical classes are held
according to the plan: at the beginning of the lesson,
the analysis of the relevance of the topic is carried out,
the purpose of the lesson is determined. With the help
of test tasks and face-to-face interviews, the initial level
of students’ knowledge is assessed. During the main
stage, practical studies on anatomical preparations
are performed, an oral interview is conducted on the
list of issues for self-preparation, and situational tasks
are solved. At the final stage, the activity of students is
assessed, the control of the initial level of knowledge
is carried out by solving situational problems from the
database of the integrated test exam «Step-1». After the
final anatomical section, control questions, cards, and
situational tasks of clinical orientation were prepared
for the last classes from the database of the license-
integrated exam «Step-1». All developments were then

combined into methodological complexes for students
in compliance with the rules of design and, of course,
using the international anatomical nomenclature [10,
11, 12].

It is also worth noting that in parallel with the
creation of guidelines and the study of professional
terminology in English, teachers continued to conduct
practical classes with domestic students of other
faculties without reducing the workload.

The issue of providing students with English
textbooks on human anatomy is problematic. Teachers
of the department create textbooks, workshops,
workbooks to improve the conduct of practical classes
independent work of students. That is why for the
students of the International Faculty of First Years
the staff of the department prepared and published
textbooks «Anatomy of the musculoskeletal systemy,
«Splanchnology with clinical aspects», «Endocrine
glands», «Cardiovascular system». Organs of the
immune system «, where great attention is paid to the
practical and applied part of the discipline. Analyzing
detailed illustrative material and considering the basic
points on dry and wet preparations, solving situational
problems with clinical aspects, the student of English-
language education receives significant practical
experience with anatomical preparations, scientific
literature [13, 14, 15].

It should be borne in mind that the continuous
development of information and communication
technologies in the XXI century has made the
modernization of the education system an urgent
problem. In our country, the content of such an
update is most reflected in the Concept of Distance
Education, which, thanks to the global Internet,
covers large segments of society and becomes a
primary factor in its development. Instructions for the
implementation of distance learning can be used in
conditions where opportunities for physical visits to
educational institutions are limited or absent, and the
usual measures of semester control and evaluation of
students cannot be used for insurmountable reasons
(natural disasters, quarantine measures and other force
majeure) [16].

Distance learning technologies involve the
interaction between participants in the educational
process both asynchronously and synchronously in
time. Remote communication of participants in the
educational process can be carried out through means
of communication built into the learning management
system (LMS), e-mail, messengers (Viber, Telegram
and others), video conferencing (MS Teams, ZOOM,
Google Meet, Skype and others), forums, chats, etc.
Comparative studies show that distance learning can
be as effective as classroom learning if methods and
technology meet the challenges, there is interaction
and understanding between learners, and in
conclusion, there is timely feedback. Effective distance
learning programs are based on learners’ consistent
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and combined efforts, teachers, coordinators, support
staff, and administration.

The next problem was the preparation of students
for the licensing-integrated exam «Step-1». To do this,
teachers of the department have developed many test
tasks of initial and final levels of difficulty and situational
tasks [17, 18].

After completing the discipline «<Human Anatomy»,
students of the International Faculty of English-
language education take an exam. The exam includes
the following stages: test computer control, as well
as an oral interview following the exam ticket, which
in addition to theoretical questions and practical,
in answering which students use anatomical drugs,
anatomical electronic table, models, stands, tables.

It should be noted that students of the international
faculty took the exam together with students of
other faculties, without submitting separate days for
the exam in English. For teachers of the department
technical and linguistic difficulties with such a joint (one
day) exam for Ukrainian and English-speaking students
did not arise.

Conclusions. Thus, despite the difficulties, teaching
anatomy in English to students of the international
faculty gives positive results and allows the
development of the Department of Human Anatomy
PSMU. At the moment, the active formation of the
educational and methodological English-language base
and the formation of teachers capable of teaching in
English continues.

PECULIARITIES OF STUDYING AND TEACHING THE DISCIPLINE «<HUMAN ANATOMY» IN ENGLISH IN THE MEDICAL
HIGH SCHOOL

Abstract. One of the urgent issues of the higher medical institution today is to provide and improve the teaching
of morphological disciplines to foreign students. The reasons for this are the high level of need for medical education
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in many countries, the sufficient level of teaching in Ukrainian higher education institutions and attractive learning
conditions. Poltava State Medical University (PSMU) also actively cooperates with various international organizations,
constantly establishes ties with universities in other countries and is implemented in the international educational space.

A significant role in the world is given to the study of fundamental disciplines, because they create the basis for the
knowledge that students acquire in clinical departments. In general, training at the Department of Human Anatomy
does not differ significantly when comparing domestic and English-language forms of education, that is the amount of
information, requirements for students and teaching methods are similar.

At the heart of the educational process at the Department of Human Anatomy is the methodological principle, which
provides for practical classes and lectures in the curriculum, in accordance with the working curriculum and syllabus.
After studying any anatomical section, a final lesson is held, and after completing the discipline, students take a semester
final certification in the form of an exam.

Increasing the number of students of English-speaking form of education has set a difficult task — to master the
methods of practical classes and lectures in English, increase the effectiveness of educational activities to ensure a
high level of knowledge in the subject. It is also necessary to form a high level of spoken English in teachers, create
and improve the educational and methodological base, purchase modern English textbooks, as well as prepare foreign
students to take the licensing-integrated exam «Step-1».

Despite all the peculiarities, the training of English-speaking doctors is the right step of any domestic higher medical
institution and is a reflection of global practice.
