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The article analyzes the level of philosophical research methodology justice.

Among the methods that make up the instrumental level of legal consciousness of youth research methodology
highest place is occupied philosophical methods. The method that allows you to more fully reveal the inner meaning
of social relations that are constantly changing (moving developing countries), is dialectical.

This dialectic enables complete and fully investigate youth justice. This dialectic as a general method contributes to a
system of knowledge about the most general laws of nature, society and thinking, makes it possible to capture the
world in its entirety, define a place among the research problem, its relationship with them and so on. According to
the requirements of dialectics, all legal phenomena, including the legal consciousness of young people, should be
seen in the mutual relationship between themselves and public life, in their interaction and mutual influence.

Legal awareness of young people should learn not statics and dynamics, on the basis of the laws of dialectics as a
gradual transition from quantitative change to qualitative radical transformation (entry of new legal young man
knowledge and skills leads to qualitative changes in its sense of justice); unity and struggle of contradictions (justice,
including selection criterion is a young man between the options of lawful or unlawful behavior, motivation of such
behavior); negation (new knowledge and emotions of justice always deny young old, take their place, but just
gradually become the old and newer denied).

At the same time describe the scientific results can be obtained only when used in this process, the rules of formal
logic, since without its laws and methods of dialectics can not be productive. Using logical method in the study of
justice youth justified such arguments: first, the meaning of justice youth is not formed randomly, but has organized,
determined intellectual and spiritual nature plants; Secondly, young people have a sense of justice, sense of justice to
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a specific structure; thirdly, formation of legal consciousness of youth depends on certain patterns and set all of its
elements is necessary and sustainable.

It was concluded that the general philosophical methods (dialectical and logical) are crucial for the study of legal
consciousness of youth.

HISTORY OF FORMATION OF ADVOCACY SELF-GOVERNMENT ON THE UKRAINIAN TERRITORIES

The article is devoted to formation and development of advocacy self-government on the territories of modern
Ukraine since Kyivan Rus to the Soviet regime. The author on the basis of use of a historical and legal method
analyzed a wide range of scientific literature and periodicals materials. In the article the features of each of stages are
designated, the main organizational problems accompanying formation and development of advocacy profession are
described.

The author examines the historical and legal characteristic of the main normative legal acts regulating activity of
advocacy profession — Russkaya Pravda, Pskov Judicial Charter, Novgorod Judicial Charter, the Statutes of the Grand
Duchy Lithuania (in particular, the Third Statute) and Code of Laws of 1743 “Laws by Which the Little Russian
People Are Judged”.

The advocacy self-government on the Ukrainian territories by the legislation of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, Poland
and Rumania is investigated.

The article also considers the judicial reform of 20 November 1864 on the territory of the Ukrainian provinces of the
Russian empire and its importance for the formation of Advocacy Self-government. One of the main tasks of judicial
reform was the organization of the attorneys and its Self-government. Basing on the analysis there it should be
recognized that the right of attorneys to independently resolve the issues of its organization and operation has been
provided by Legal Statutes. The Councils of attorneys were formed in some Ukrainian provinces which were part of
Russian Empire — Kharkiv and Odessa regions. The article contains generalizations and conclusions significant for
the legal regulation of Advocacy Self-government of this historical period.
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
