MODELING OF THE SOVIET HISTORY
BY MEANS OF THE SOCIAL REALISM LITERATURE

The problem of alternative modeling of history by means of literature is not well studied in contemporary
Humanities. That fact caused our attention to the Ukrainian literature of 1930-1950s, that represents the
mythological model of the Soviet history. This literary process is connected with the appearance of
totalitarianism at the beginning of the XX" century. At this time inability of some countries (Germany, Italy
and USSR) to cope with social problems by legal methods caused the creation of political myths. Leveling of
individuality and influence collective conscious were the main tasks of those myths.
Soviet political myth had its particular features represented in literature. The myth of the fair hero
transformed into proletariat was its base. Future proletariat’s victory was associated with the Gold Age. The
model of “Big Family” was transformed into “Family of Republics” where all people played roles of Stalin’s
sons and daughters. October Revolution was the main episode of this myth and influenced the organization of
new time and space. So literature became ideology’s mean of implementing.
The process of modeling the Soviet history in Ukrainian literature of Social Realism had four stages. The
revision of language functions was the first one. It meant that words got ideological connotations. Ritualism
was the next step that confirmed denominated ideological phenomena. Obliteration of historic memory by
means of terror and creation of new subject of history by narration about itself were the third stage in the
process of modeling of the new history. The last step was to construct new chronotope where Revolution
played the main role.
Therefore Ukrainian literature of 1930-1950s represents the mythological model of Soviet history influenced
by totalitarian ideology.
