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At inspection of 162 patients with IBS the increase in average levels  of IL-1  is established (p <0,001), relative density of persons
with its concentration about 5,0 pg/ml to 10 pg/ml, frequency of registration (p <0,001) values IL-1  <5,0 pg/ml is lowered. Concentration
of IL-1  in patients with IBS and accompanied diarrhoeia is higher (p <0,05)  tham similar values of patients with not differentiated and
mixed clinical course types. Inclusion in a complex of treatment anti-inflammatory, antiallergic preparations provides considerable
decrease in levels IL-1 .
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The problem of echinococcosis infection is explored by an aspiration wayis explored. Examples of finding of tsyklofylydes eggs   in
mid air, are given statistics of echinococcosis with pulmonary localization, the problem of stray-dogs rises.
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
