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TRAINING TEACHERS FOR WORK WITH REPRESENTATIVES
OF NATIONAL MINORITIES IN US EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

The article outlines the specific strategies and practical ways of preparing teachers to work with representatives of
national minorities in educational institutions in the United States, prioritizing recruiting and retaining teachers from
national minorities; it has been found that the multicultural component of teacher training for working with educational
institutions with representatives of national minorities in the United States is a theoretical and methodological strategy
aimed at the developing the experience of intercultural interaction in future professionals; it has been defined the approaches
to the professional training of teachers to work in educational institutions with representatives of national minorities
in the United States (cultural, axiological, competent, diatropic, interdisciplinary, personality-oriented); criteria and
indicators of multicultural competence of future teachers (cognitive, motivational-value, activity-behavioral), criteria
and indicators of multicultural competence of future teachers (cognitive, motivational-value, activity-behavioral).

The leading multicultural foundations, which had a significant influence on the organization of language education of national
minorities, have been distinguished, the genesis of multicultural education in the pedagogical realities of the United States has been
investigated. Among many types of curricula in the United States used in the field of multicultural education, the following have
been distinguished.: subject-centrist, subject-area, pernialist, essentialist, pivotal, student-centered, activity-centric.

The groups of pedagogical results that provide multiculturalism in the language education of national minorities have
been analyzed. The study of American educators in the context of language education for national minorities in the United
States has been systematized and generalized.
