THE UKRAINIAN - GERMAN METHODIC SEMINAR “GLOBAL AND
TRANSNATIONAL HISTORY”

The Ukrainian — German Methodic Seminar “Global and Transnational
History” took place at the National Taras Shevchenko University of Kyiv on the 121
of June 2017. In accordance with a memorandum previously signed between the
University and the Friedrich Nauman Foundation, a project of the Ukrainian —
German methodic seminar “History Science and Contemporary Challenges: Global
History and the National Narratives” has been launched. The seminar examined
marked the debut of an abovementioned project. Two more scientific events are to be
kept this year.

The methodic seminar has been held in the discussion panel form. Before the
event started, vice-principal, professor Volodymyr Bugrov has welcomed the
participants of the seminar. From the German part, scholars Guido Hausmann, the
Eastern and Central Europe history professor of the University of Regensburg and
Marie-Jeanine Kalik, the Eastern and Central Europe history professor of the
Ludwig-Maximilians-Universitdt of Munich have presented their projects and have
delivered their speeches. The Ukrainian academia has been represented by Leonid
Zashkilnyak, PhD (history), professor of the Lviv University and by Serhii Stelmach,
PhD (history), professor of the Central and Eastern Europe History Department of the
National Taras Shevchenko University of Kyiv. Olexii Tolochko, PhD (history), the
National Academy of Science of Ukraine Corresponding Fellow has been moderating
the event.

Professor Guido Hausmann has presented the interdisciplinary science project

“Urban Ethics Types: Discussing the Descent and Luxury Urban Lifestyles in the 20"
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— 21% Centuries. Case Study: Tokyo, Oakland, Singapore, Bucharest, Istanbul, Berlin,
Munich”. Marie-Jeanine Kalik, a distinguished scholar of the Balkan history and an
author of a series of monographs, has brought up a topic of the coherence and the
scientific rationality of the national narrative and investigation at a global scale in her
speech “Writing the Eastern and South-Eastern History: Global Prospects”. Using her
latest publication centered around the Balkan ethnic conflicts, she illustrates the
probable methodologic convergences and divergences of the national history and
global studies. In his speech, “The Global and the Transnational History: Challenging
the National Narratives”, professor Sergiy Stelmach has attached great importance to
the issue. The final speech, “The Methodic Aspects of Contemporary Global
History”, has been delivered by professor Leonid Zashkilnyak.

Thirty scholars on the abovementioned issue from all corners of Ukraine has
partaken in the event. This brought about the long debatable and competent
discussions after each speech delivered, as well as in the end of the event. The
general interest of those partaking in the seminar, the competence of the speeches and
discussions and the necessity of implementing the new methodic constructions in
contemporary interdisciplinary and global context have demonstrated the accuracy of

the event.
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
