AXIOLOGICAL NOTHINGNESS BEYOND THE LIMITS OF ONTOLOGICAL INERTIA IN THE

Abstract

1t will be shown in this article that an ontological approach for some problems related to the interpretation
of the phenomenon of axiological nothingness from the point of view Freya Mathews and George Berkeley
philosophy. The logical substantiation of the problem of ontological inertia in the modern world and the study
of it’s presence in the philosophy of G. Berkeley and F. Mathews as well as the substantiation of the theory
directed at the improvement of human consciousness carried out with the help of comparative analysis. The
method of system-historical analysis allows to create research sequence and to find out some peculiarities
of ontological inertia at the level of perception. There is an opportunity for new research in the field of
communicative interaction with the sensory world, the importance of which is outlined by F.Mathews and
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J.Berkeley in relation to the ontological component at different levels of self-reflexive perception.

Research becomes relevant at different structural and functional levels, in different historical periods.
The uniqueness of the study lies in the discovery of new perspectives regarding the interaction of material and
spiritual values within the ancient traditions of the aborigines of northern Australia, Buddhist monasteries of
Southeast Asia, which reflect the fundamental aspects of G. Berkeley and F.Mathews philosophical searches.
There is an opportunity for new research in the field of communicative interaction at different levels of self-
reflexive perception. Existential-communicative relations at the level of consciousness allow to observe the
formation of a new psychophysical reality, which creates a certain potential for the implementation of effective
strategies for solving environmental problems. An ecologically oriented idea regarding the transformation of
human thinking allows one to go beyond axiological nothingness and overcome ontological inertia.

From a practical point of view, the goal is the preservation of natural resources, the transformation of
values regarding natural ecosystems and the preservation of biodiversity. According to the research results,
we can see that ontological inertia is not the main feature of the philosophy of J.Berkeley and F.Matthews. The
ultimate goal is the evolution of consciousness and the spiritual Being embodiment into life as a part of the
universe with the help of active mechanisms of perception. The proof of it is F.Mathews theoretical conclusions

regarding the combination of mentality and materiality with the help of “Panpsychism”.
