TRANSACTION COSTS INTERPRETATION FOR ANALYSING OF
THE EFFICIENCY IN THE INSTITUTIONALISM

Summary. This article analyses the nature of institutionalization of the economy of Ukraine and
Ukraine's integration into the globalized economic environment. The neoinstitutionalizm is widening the base of
property analysis by comprising collective and state along with the private property and comparing their
effectiveness. «The theory of transaction cost» is considered as a part of the «NIT» - neoinstitutionalism is a
theory of the organization of enterprises. The aim of institute perfection is not only the transaction cost reduction
but also changes of economic power distribution in the society or, according to E. Toffler, creation of socially
normal power orders. Institutes are developed not only to remove uncertainty; institutes are created as means
for realization of power or as means for power limitation. The transaction costs deter achieving effective
resources allocation according to Pareto. They are added to the transformation costs, thereby increasing the
overall value of the production costs. The increase in the production costs is an obstacle to the implementation
of certain transactions in exchange of property rights. This means that not all the transactions that are Pareto-
improvements are occurred. If the transaction costs equal to zero, no more obstacles to the optimal allocation of
resources exist. The size of the transaction costs depends on the institutions. The condition for the increasing the
resource allocation efficiency is to improve the institutional structure of society. Institutions affect the efficiency
of social production reducing the size of the transaction costs. Thus, the immediate goal of institutional change
is reducing transaction costs. Neoinstitutional theory must go beyond purely «transaction costs economics» and
include a power based approach to analyze the impact of institutions and, more broadly, social organization of
economy on economic behavior.

Conclusions. The basic tenets of the transactional theory about the effectiveness of
the resources allocation can be reduced to the following positions.

1. All the transactions of property rights are voluntary or, in other words, they are the
result of free choice of the alternatives that are available to the economic agent. Transactions
are considered voluntary because everyone has the right to refuse it.

2. All the voluntary transactions are mutually beneficial. The source of the benefits is
an increase of production value which is distributed among the transaction participants. All
the transactions improve the efficiency of production allocation. The result of successive
contracts is achievement of optimal allocation of public resources according to Pareto.

3. The transaction costs deter achieving effective resources allocation according to
Pareto. They are added to the transformation costs, thereby increasing the overall value of the
production costs. The increase in the production costs is an obstacle to the implementation of
certain transactions on exchange of property rights. This means that not all the transactions
that are Pareto-improvements are occurred. If the transaction costs equal to zero, no more
obstacles to the optimal allocation of resources exist.

4. The size of the transaction costs depends on the institutions. The condition for the
increasing the resource allocation efficiency is to improve the institutional structure of
society. Institutions affect the efficiency of social production reducing the size of the
transaction costs. Thus, the immediate goal of institutional change is reducing transaction
costs.
