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Nationalism as religion(in the context of the seven aspects ofSmart’s

The article is devoted to the characterization of the seven aspects of secular
ideologies of English-American scientist Ninian Smart (1927-2001): doctrinal
(philosophical), narrative (mythological), ethical and legal, ritual, emotional,
institutional (organizational) and material. The model of the seven aspects, despite
the relative superficiality and lack of essential characteristics, allows for more
comprehensive approach to the study of such phenomena as nationalism and national
identity. This approach is primarily used when it is necessary to examine the typology
of nationalisms and the genesis of the past, as well as studies on the phenomenon of
national religion. It also made an attempt to overcome the limitations of Ninian
Smart’s concept through the provision of a number of significant differences between
religious and national.
