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Origins of cultural materialism: historical context

The formation of new scientific schools is determined not only by the dialectics
of the development of scientific knowledge, but also by a broader social context.
Following E. Wolf's periodization, after 1945, the United States have witnessed the
third stage in the history of sociocultural anthropology. At this period, a revival of the
materialistic direction took place, it opposed the idealistic symbolic anthropology.
Neo—evolutionists sought to avoid the shortcomings of the vulgar materialism of
L. H. Morgan and to preserve the humanistic intentions of F. Boas, abandoning
particularism of the Boasian anthropology. The life and scientific experience of
the new generation of anthropologists have determined their critical and radical
position. Materialistic anthropologists were interested in Marxism, but amid the
Cold War and the second wave of the «Red Panicy, they should have kept distance
from it. The original conception of cultural materialism, proposed by Marvin
Harris, made it possible to improve neo—evolutionism and cultural ecology, using
separate elements of Marxism and remaining within the limits of political loyalty.
The new school reflected contradictory tendencies, generated on the one hand by
the reactionary policy of McCarthyism and, on the other hand, by the progressive
social movements of the 1960s.
