Aim — to analyze and systematize the interna-
tional experience of implementing distance edu-
cation (based on the latest works), as well as
identify the types of pedagogical barriers in inline
learning.

Methods: analysis, synthesis, systematization
and generalization of international experience
of barriers in distance education, as well as the
ways to overcome them.

Typical barriers are considered: organizational,
i.e. management of educational process, cre-
ation and adaptation of educational programs;
technical problems regarding Internet access, as
well as the availability of hardware and software;
pedagogical barriers: readiness of teachers to
create and use online content, knowledge and
skills of working on distance learning platforms,
use of interactive technologies); psychological
barriers: low level of self-efficacy, motivation,
confidence in organizing the educational process
(teacher level) and in acquiring knowledge (stu-
dent level). It is proved that the positive experi-
ence of using ICT in the educational process
helps to increase their professional self-efficacy,
which is positively correlates with the learning
outcomes of students.

Introduction of distance education in the condi-
tions of quarantine is accompanied by certain
difficulties, both at the level of the educational
institution and at the level of students and teach-
ers; there are also external factors, such as
access to the Internet and internal ones, related
to the level of development of personal charac-
teristics of all participants in the learning process.
Teacher motivation, self-efficacy and confidence
in the use of Internet technologies correlate with
the success of student learning. We predict that
blended learning will be the most acceptable
mode of learning after the abolition of quarantine
restrictions, which will require teachers’ continu-
ous training, and will lead to transformations in
the development of curricula. Based on the anal-
ysis of psychological and pedagogical research,
the authors offer recommendations for educa-
tional management administration, teachers,
methodologists, psychologists.
