Father’s role in education Erich Korngold: in the context of issue of the nature of talent.

The purpose of this article is to analyze and study the characteristics of parental influence and the role of the
father in the formation and establishment of E. Korngold’s talent.

Many theorists (A. Adler, N. Eynish, K. Elyacheff, E. Erickson, V. Efroimson, M. Klein, Yu. Kochkarov,
O. Kulchytska, A. Miller, V. Molyako, Sh. Sent.-Bjov, A. Freud, Z. Freud and others) emphasizes the growing role of
the parents and childhood in the development of both ordinary and especially prominent figures. According to A. Freud,
instrument of influence on the direction of certain personality traits (intelligence, language development, motor skills,
etc.) are, first of all, the mother’s or both parents’ praise. K. Elyacheff, N. Eynish. and A. Miller have similar ideas: they
find the desire to earn maternal (parental) love the source of human activity.

Concentrating on the role of E. Kornhold’s father — Julius Korngold — should emphasize the fact that it was Ju.
Korngold who most contributed to the development of skills, competencies formation and the formation of his son's
talent from early age. So, consider the specific examples that reveal the specifics of parental influence in shaping the
personality and talent of the future composer. First, Ju. Korngold was a professional musician (pianist) and he often
performed selections from the most famous works of classical composers. Noticing a unique sense of rhythm and later
musical ear and musical memory of his son, he began music lessons with E. Korngold. Secondly, Ju. Korngold was one
of the most prominent critics of the first third of the twentieth century, and his circle of acquaintances united the leading
and most talented artists of the time, who were often guests in his house, that’s why E. Korngold from his childhood
was surrounded by the best representatives of the Viennese elite and intellectuals. Another important factor in the de-
velopment of musical abilities of E. Korngold is a constant interest in his success by father: Ju. Korngold organized the
meeting of E. Korngold with G. Mahler and R. Strauss, provided teaching his son to the best teacher of composition —
O. Tsemlynskii and for many years took direct part in the selection of literary texts for the stage and chamber works and
organization E. Korngold’s concerts.

Analyzing the role of father in the upbringing of E. Korngold, is to emphasize the complex relationship be-
tween father and son that were characteristic for young and mature E. Korngold’s years. The reason was, firstly, the
desire of Ju. Korngold to implement his unrealized dreams in son’s life, transferring to E. Korngold all his expectations,
sometimes even in exaggerated form and, secondly, Ju. Korngold’s strong desire to remain the undisputed authority for
son even in his later years. Because of this, in a family of Korngolds removal father from son gradually takes place, that
accompanied by a partial loss by E. Korngold of parental authority. Following events are phase of removal: E. Korn-
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gold’s marriage, which was a turning-point in every respect: if before most of the time is spent by E. Korngold with his
parents, but now he was living separately from them; if before his father took a direct part in creative search of his son,
was the first adviser regarding genres, new works libretto by the composer, now a young wife took of these "obliga-
tions" in itself; secondly, a turning-point in relations between father and son was an appeal of E. Korngold to treatments
operettas. Ju. Korngold was against this, believing that the great talent of his son deserves the original revealing as
composer, and in the case of processing operettas can only speak of a useless waste of time. After moving to the United
States before World War 11, the composer devoted himself entirely to work in the genre of film music and refused to
turn to "pure” music. This led to what Ju. Korngold stopped to communicate with him.

As a result of analysis it was done following conclusions: main areas of Ju. Korngold’s influence were, firstly,
the implementation parenting, because you can confidently assert that Ju. Korngold was a loving, caring and responsible
father; secondly — the fulfillment of social functions, because it was father, who provided an adequate social adaptation
of irregular child ("child prodigy") and created optimal and favorable conditions for E. Korngold finding his place in
society and the formed friendly and professional relationship with other artists; thirdly, Ju. Korngold served as a profes-
sional musician and the first teacher, who managed to see in time the outstanding musical abilities of E. Korngold, con-
tributed to strengthening the interest of son in music activity and provide vocational training with better teacher. There-
fore, one could argue that Ju. Korngold had exclusive and crucial role in the life of E. Korngold and in the development
of the talent of the future composer.
