Summary

In article is focused on investigation of holiday city phenomenon as cultural archetype and
process of its transformation in the modemistic literature (on a material of E. Hemingway’s novel “Fiesta”).
The city-holiday aesthetic model in J. Hejzinga’s and M. Bakhtin’s culturological concepts is used as a
basis. The visual aspect is accented in Hejzinga’s holiday city aesthetic model with the key characteristic
of the city image as its presentation. M. Bakhtin’s holiday city model is built on an market-place words
aesthetics and camival cultures. Key compose of the city-holiday archetype is the holiday attitude as a
condition of city consciousness. In the E. Hemingway’s novel process of a holiday attitude desacralisation
in Paris image is analized at the text and implied sense level — conviviality and fun represent the form of
the drowsiness, hiding a condition of alarm, loneliness and melancholy.

Summary

The article discusses the features of the functioning of the formal and content borrowings from
the Holy Scriptures in the works of Joseph Brodsky’s early. The author traces the mechanisms of the
involving and the representation of biblical motifs in the collection of poems “Stop in the Desert’
(“Ostanovka v pustyne”) against the backdrop of religious and philosophical searches of the
representatives of the Western European Baroque and Russian poets of the Silver Age. The
conclusion on a continuity of Brodsky’s poetry in the cultural and historical tradition is based on the
results of the research, also the role and place of this poetry in the literary process of the second half of
the twentieth century is established.
