PREPARING STUDENTS NONLINGUISTIC SPECIALTIES BY
MODELING IN LEARNING

Abstract. This article deals with peculiarities of non-linguistic students
teaching by modeling the educalion process. In addilion, il is indicaled
that an important aspect of studying is motivation, which is a problem
JSor students of non-linguistic specialities. We also consider the conceplt of
«simulation» in the works of scholars (V. Voohlayd, N. Holub, J. Novick,
R. Pionova, V. Sytarova) in three ways: teaching method, teaching tool,
the method of scienlific research. Types of activilies, which are used in
the process of leaching of non-linguistic students by modeling are
specified; steps of the method of modeling (design of models - systems
analysis) is made: students define conditions, introduce notations, find
the interrelations between the components of the model, find patlerns,
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study designed model using the compuler - make a program including
input and output parameters, interim control, analysis and examining
of quality of knowledge, using textbook lo compare.

The basic functions of modeling are differentiated (descriptive,
imitative, analytical, creative, informative, explanatory, predictive
(prognostic)).

We believe that teaching students of non-linguistic specialities by
modeling the process of educalion involves different aclivities, such as:
drawing algorithms, tests, questions, problems, and the use of such methods
as analysis, synthesis, comparison, conltrast, etc.. When using simulation
as a method of leaching, a professor, in the conlext of the problem under
consideration, should connect it with specific classification methods.

The arlicle also describes the definilion of «<model», ils fealures,
especially its designing (based on the invariant structure of actions).

Simulation is considered lo be an important effective and promising
method for leaching studenls of non-linguistic specialilies by modeling
the process of education, which includes diverse aclivilies and promoles
aclive cognitive process and the development of imagination and minds.
