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Summary. The article describes the options of an alternative method of training - a case study
method: the diagnosis of one or more problems and the participants' ways of solving them; Assessment by
participants of existing actions regarding the solution of the problem and its consequences.

In each of the following options, the learning process is carried out by providing the teacher with
information in the form of a problem or a series of problems. This information can be presented in a
documentary, pre-prepared form or by means of verbal and visual means (showing slides or video
materials). Upon completion of the exercise, the group offers its work, which can be the basis for the
discussion.

The main aspects of the application of the analysis of specific situations during the teaching of the
discipline "Veterinary and Sanitary Expertise of Food Products" are offered. For effective use of case
studies in the study of the discipline "Veterinary and sanitary examination of food products" should take
into account:

1. The material for discussion should be selected in such a way as to reflect the problems that
future professionals may encounter in their professional activities. It must contain clear information so that
the group has all the necessary data (quantitative and qualitative) at its disposal, but was not overloaded
with them;

2. The situation around which the discussion takes place must be sufficiently complex and have
several variants (alternatives) of the solution;

3. The task should be adapted to the acquired knowledge that the teacher plans to evaluate.

From their own experience, the authors identified the main requirements for the preparation and
conduct of situational tests. The teacher should prepare a collection of cases that will meet the objectives
of the specific course (module), taking into account certain requirements and situation conditions. For the
effective work of students should be given a homework (independent work), which will prepare the
preparation of a question to a specific situation, or analysis of the case itself, carefully select references to
regulations in relation to a particular situation. In the process of analyzing a specific situation with
veterinary and sanitary expertise, one needs to understand well the interdisciplinary interrelationships.

The use of situational tests allows you to position a specific situation in the appropriate section of
the training course, identify the key points of solving the problem, and direct the student to a professional
rather than personal approach to the analysis of the situation. At the same time, the teacher is able to
evaluate not only the acquired knowledge, but also the ability to solve the problem.
