On October 26,2019, Dr. Iryna Serheyeva, the senior researcher and
Head of Judaica Department of Institute of Manuscript at V. I. Vernad-
sky National Library of Ukraine, warmhearted and joyful person, noted
scholar, who dedicated the greater part of her life to preservation, re-
search and introducing for academic studying the Jewish cultural heri-
tage, passed away.

Iryna came to the Library in April 1986. She worked in the Exchange
and Reserve Collection Department for some time and was the Head of
the Sector for Scientific and Technical Processing of the Collections. At
the beginning of 1992 the Sector was repurposed for collecting Jewish
literature and manuscripts, and in October 1992 it was eventually affi-
liated with the Institute of Manuscript as the Sector for Oriental Studies
(since 2002 - the Judaica Department).

The Department has a long and complicated history. It functioned
as a separate library unit since 1919 till 1950, when, at the behest of the
Soviet authorities, it was completely liquidated. Its books and manu-
scripts were transferred to the Exchange and Reserve Collection Depart-
ment, and the catalogues and inventories were destroyed.

Exactly in such uncatalogued and scattered condition of the Juda-
ica library and archival materials Iryna has taken the responsibility for
revival and actually a new life for the department with one the most
valuable Library collections.

With her energy and enthusiasm Dr. Iryna Serheyeva has inspired
a small, but a very united Judaica Department staff team for the grand
work in rebirth of the unique Jewish manuscript and print collection.
Iryna practically managed to have time for everything: look through the
Library catalogues in order to find Yiddish or Hebrew documents, equip
premises given for the Jewish literature, guide and direct energy and
knowledge of her colleagues for scientific processing of the collections,
generate new ideas and embody them in projects for introducing and
bringing the Library Jewish collections into the world cultural space.

During the wise management of Iryna Serheyeva the department
has became a real center for preservation and research of the Jewish cul-
tural heritage. Iryna started the department work from making Judaica
collection guide and bibliographic apparatus anew. She became a co-
manager and co-compiler of the digital anthology «Jewish Music Folk-
lore», a common project of Vernadsky National Library of Ukraine and



Institute for Information Registration Problems of the National Academy
of Sciences of Ukraine to re-record and publish Jewish phonoarchive
materials on the contemporary information storage medium. In 1998
Iryna Serheyeva defended her PhD dissertation «Historical and biblio-
logical analysis and archeographic study of Jewish decorated manu-
scripts of the 18™ - first part of the 20 century Ukraine».

Iryna’s professional knowledge and academic researches are high-
ly appreciated by the scientific community of Ukraine and the world:
her works include monographs and numerous articles about life and
ethnographic and collecting work of the outstanding Jewish figure
S. An-sky, studies about Jewish periodicals in Ukraine, and researches
about pinkasim (unique record books of Jewish communities and socie-
ties). Dr. Iryna Serheyeva has done a lot for further studies and return
of historical memory about Zinoviy Kisselgof, Mark Epstein, Avraam
Harkavy, Moisei Berehovskyi, Yoel Engel. Iryna has willingly and enthu-
siastically shared her deep knowledge in her favorite field, inspired the
younger generation for academic activity and popularized the collec-
tions of her native National library: she was a permanent professor of the
author university courses about Jewish culture at the International Solo-
mon University in Kyiv (1994-2000), at the Interdisciplinary Certificate
Program in Jewish Studies (2003-2019) and Master Program in Jewish
Studies (2012-2019) at the National University of Kyiv-Mohyla Acade-
my; invited lecturer at various academic seminars; speaker at numerous
international conferences and congresses.

Our dear colleague planned and strived to do so much. A sincere
and faithful friend, she was always giving her support and help in some-
one’s trouble. In joy or in sorrow she was always full of kindness and
love for people.We all, her colleagues, have loved and respected her. The
bright memory about Iryna will always be in our hearts.
