PEDAGOGICAL CONSTITUTION OF EUROPE
AS A SOCIAL NEED, OPPORTUNITY AND
REALITY OF EUROPEAN PEDAGOGICAL ENVIRONMENT

Pedagogical Universities in Europe, passing of the Address

to European parliamentarians regarding the support for
teachers and pedagogical education (Kyiv, September, 2011) call for
the implementation of specific measures, mobilization of resources,
elaboration and realization of efficient technologies in training
teachers for the united Europe of the XXI century.

The key issue of the matter is the philosophy and the content
of a spiritual and moral platform which could have served as a
foundation for the process. European community has developed rel-
evant basic principles over the period of its historic development.
The Ancient Times, Middle Ages, Renaissance and Enlightenment,
New Times and the period of high classics, the epoch of science
and technological progress and globalization have formed a univer-
sal value-based platform of European world and includes tolerance
and peace loving, ecological safety and human rights, solidarity,
etc. which obviously may serve as the axiology in training a new
teacher capable to implement individual’s training and upbringing
objectives according to the newest challenges.

The above-mentioned values have a universal character. Different
peoples and cultures need them in an equal measure as they reflect
the overall human context of interpersonal communications, and
not only they do not undervalue or downgrade their national val-
ues but — on the contrary — enrich them with axiological experi-
ences of other peoples and cultures. The universal human status of
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these values allows to consider them as the key universal standards
for the organization of the pedagogical process in all countries of
Europe, and being aggregated into a system, they may be treat
as the Basis Law of Europe’s educational policy — The Europe
Pedagogic Constitution.

The notion of «constitution» (from Latin: constitution — struc-
ture, statute, provision) in its essence embraces all basic provisions
that organize the procedure, organization and implementation of
any process as an integral formation. This word in its direct mean-
ing is predominantly used to characterize possession, and the orga-
nization of power; in its everyday usage it means a foundation of
any organization, and procedures for its functioning and develop-
ment.

The suggested name of the book may seem to someone as of-
fence to the eye. I agree it sounds a bit weird. But let us think
it over. Scientists have actively been debating the creation of the
«Ecological Constitution of the Earths for over a dozen of years.
Physicians and anthropologists often use the term «constitution»
to describe the body structure and its constitution. In geology the
term «constitution» is often used to characterize the Earth’s sur-
face, a variety of its layers or soil structure. In economic theory it
is often used to establish an optimal correlation between such val-
ues as the multiplicity of ownership forms, inviolability of private
ownership rights, freedom of entrepreneurship, free competition,
ban on private monopoly, etc. As the «basic norms of public author-
ity organization» this concept was first introduced and acquired its
logical and gnoceologic sense in Ancient Rome. By means of broad-
ening the content dimension of the term «constitution» I will try
to prove its heuristics regarding a pedagogical process.

Constitution of each nation includes a number of provisions con-
cerning education, training and upbringing of new generations. As
a rule, each of them guarantees the right to education. For exam-
ple, according to the currently effective Constitution of Ukraine,
Article 53, the state provides for the accessible and free pre-school,
full comprehensive secondary, professional and technical, and high-
er education in the state and communal educational establishments;
the development of pre-school, full comprehensive secondary, off-
school, professional and technical, higher and after graduation ed-
ucation, and a variety of training forms; the provision of stipends
and privileges to students. Citizens have the right to study at no
charge in the state and communal higher educational establishments
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on a competitive basis. To citizens from among national minorities
the law guarantees the right of education in their native language,
or they may study their native language at the state and commu-
nal educational establishments or at the national cultural societies.

In principle, such provisions are constitutionally guaranteed
in the constitution of any civilized European country. They iden-
tify solely the constitutionality of the national education process.
Nobody, nor international organization or a political force of any
neighboring country may interfere with this process, impose on the
other country its own norms or rules regarding organization and
content of education, its technologies, and educational methods.
Not even under the pretext of «humanitarian assistance» or under
the cover of compliance with «generally accepted rules». Education,
culture, as the entire spiritual world, is a national treasure and a
field of the already formed legal, moral and other regulations. At
the same time each country (in accordance with the internation-
al rights regarding the content of intellectual property protection)
may study and accept pedagogical practices of close or distant
neighbors and implement it into its own educational practice. It
should be borne in mind that like in other spheres of social pro-
duction, in the field of education there exist certain agreements be-
tween counties. This process is underpinned by ever more intensive
communication between peoples and cultures, higher density of the
single habitat, migration processes and other factors. Whether to
comply or not with them is discretionary.

In his time a well-known philosopher, political and culture
scholar Samuel Huntington substantiated the concept of a «civi-
lization clash». Probably totalitarian and democratic civilizations
could have witnessed such clashes. But the world does not remain
unchanged. Totalitarian systems (fascism, Stalinism) are in the
past, they collapsed under the pressure of democracy. And although
some segments of totalitarism can be still traced, the society is
more and more vividly and confidently moves towards democracy.
In this case S. Huntington changes his predictions for the future:
the problem of clashes, according to his understanding refers to val-
ues; the prospects of global civilization lie with dialogue and coop-
eration. I agree with the scholar’s conclusion but will complement it
by stressing that the subject of this process to a considerable length
shall be trained by teacher, a teacher shaped on the basis of a bal-
anced and commonly acceptable platform of values, which is among
the primary objectives in the development of European countries.
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The defined platform appears as a basic law of European education
in the XXI century, and the coordinated norms regulating it may
justifiably be construed as the Pedagogic Constitution of Europe.

The concept of «Europe Pedagogical Constitutions has a rela-
tive nature, more precisely, a character of international agreements
in the sphere of education in Europe. Supporting jointly designed
norms of organizing education, accepting obligations to implement
them, each country voluntarily moves into this process without any
force or pressure from countries, peoples or cultures. However, each
country reserves the right to safeguard its own national pedagogic
achievements. Coordinating the «general rules of play», each sub-
ject of the European pedagogical space resorts its right to imple-
ment an individually designed education model, and drop out at its
discretion once domestic or international circumstances changed.

The «first swallow» of such agreements was the «European
Convention on the Equivalence of Diplomas Leading to Admission
to Universities»> (Paris, France, December 1953). Governments of
the Council of Europe member-states who signed the Convention
agreed upon the principles for achieving the goal of supporting free
access for European youth to intellectual resources of the Council’s
member-states, competently declared that the convention shall be
open to other European countries, and that the countries were re-
sponsible for to assuring the equivalence of education documents
based on their appropriate quality.

This Convention was of a principal political and general cul-
tural nature. It appeared to be an intellectual response of West
European nations to positive changes that took place in the first
postwar decade, has critically changed the mindset of European
peoples, and pushed their overall «recharging» and the transition
from the ideology of confrontation to the ideology of understand-
ing and cooperation. But the latter practically left the spiritual
environment of the so-called socialist commonwealth countries in-
tact. This is understandable. The spirit of Stalinism and global
revolution ruled in these countries and the world should have been
built on the communist basis. On the other hand, it was in Europe
where the so-called «anti-communist action» was shaping and gain-
ing strength, led by Winston Churchill, British statesman and a
Nobel Prize laureate in literature («The Second World War» in six
volumes) 1948-1953. The cold war was taking clear forms on the
horizon. As a response to the mass escape of eastern Germans to
Western Germany the basement for the Berlin Wall (1961) was be-
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ing built. The world had not yet come around after nuclear bomb-
ing of Japan. A rampant arms race was underway. One could smell
threatening ideas of confrontation between the two worlds which
positioned USSR as an <«empire of evils> proclaimed by the former
Hollywood actor and later the 40" US President Ronald Reagan.

But the good in the end wins over the evil, unification replaces
opposition, confrontation gives way to the ideas of understanding
and cooperation. It is symbolic that these humanistic ideas matured
in the first place in education, sciences and culture It was education
that turned to be the first and most effective impulse which started
the process of intellectual (ideological) recharging of Europe. It is
through understanding and unification in the field of education and
science that European nations rolled out their unification process.
At that time the values summarized in the «Pedagogic Constitution
of Europe» on which the agreements drew on were shaping and
gaining strength.

The following agreements on education: <«The Great
Charter of Universities» (Boulogne, September, 1988),
«Convention on the Recognition of  Qualifications
concerning Higher Education in the European Region
Council of Europe, the UN Convention on International Document
11,/04,/1997» (Lisbon (Portugal), April 1997), «World Declaration
on Higher Education for the Twenty-First Century: Vision and
Action». (Paris (France), October 1998), Boulogne Declaration of
Europe Ministers of Education (Boulogne (Italy), June, 1999) con-
stitute a landmark of this process.

The Kyiv Forum of European Ministers of Education and the
First Forum of Rectors of Pedagogical Universities (September-
October 2011) became another landmark in the process of unifi-
cation of European education systems underpinned by an agreed
platform of key values. Summarizing the achievements of the rector
pedagogical forum, the Ukrainian Minister of Education, Science,
Youth and Sport emphasized the key task on which the efforts of
scholars and teachers of all European countries should be focused
as that to elaborate and implement into the pedagogical process
coordinated norms and rules guiding the formation of a new teach-
er. European Community has already prepared a foundation for
such a platform. It’s time to «sow the field> and grow the eternal,
the good and the just on the basis of unity of national and gen-
eral human values, educational traditions and innovations, teach-
er’s creative freedom and his/her integrated responsibility before
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the future. The latter is the philosophic core of the Pedagogic
Constitution of Europe. The task is to implement it in all or at least
in the majority of European countries. It is a teacher, educated on
new non-confrontational values can nurture in generations entering
life a need and skills of living in friendship, and mutual respect,
and — what is more important — in cooperation within the single
space with the proud historic name of Europe.

Ukraine’s initiative regarding implementing this process in
Europe is entirely logical and clear. Ukraine is a pedagogic — in a
broader sense — a great humanitarian country. And although the
country is currently living through certain difficulties and contra-
dictions, which are not always adequately assessed by the respected
representatives of other countries, the history cannot be neglected.
And this history teaches that Ukraine has never conquered any-
one, did not have colonies, never claimed and does not claim other
territories or cultural achievements. It’s a nation of peace- loving,
hard working, intellectually developed and creative people. Having
gained independence, Ukraine has strongly declared its humanitar-
ian mentality, and its first step was nuclear disarmament and the
closure of the Chernobyl Nuclear Plant. Another brilliant testimony
of a humanitarian nature of the people and the culture was EURO
2012. No European country ever knew the level of hospitality to the
visitors from other countries (fans and tourists) that has been dem-
onstrated by Ukraine. Ukraine’s pedagogical initiatives regarding
training of a new teacher for the united Europe of the XXI century
and the creation of the Pedagogic Constitution of Europe is a third
mighty step of the country’s humanitarian dimension. And this is
entirely logical because Ukraine gave the world great Teachers — tu-
tors and prophets, theorists and practitioners who justifiably joined
the ranks of the most prominent world pedagogues. M. Pyrohov
and K. Ushynsky, A. Makarenko and V. Sukhomlynsky! It is har-
dy possible to overestimate their contribution. Their pedagogic ex-
perience is being studied in Japan, Canada, Italy, Germany and
other countries of the world. Who but us can initiate those pro-
cesses that educate and unite, push the dialogue and transparency,
support nations and cooperation? I am convinced that our initia-
tive will be supported by peoples and cultures of Europe and their
guides and leaders.
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
