who in February 2013 would have turned 95 years, held top

power positions in the Ukrainian Soviet Republic for more
than a quarter-century. In 1961-1963 and 1965—1972 he was the
Chairman of the Council of Ministers of the Ukr.SSR, in 1972—
1989 he occupied the position of the First Secretary of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Ukraine. For more than 26
years he was a member of the CPSU Politburo, in 1974—1988 he was
a member of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR. Wise
and far-sighted politician, a talented organizer, patriot, statesman,
internationalist with keen political instincts and powerful insight,
helpful leader and modest man — with these features Shcherbytskyi
went down in history.

During the time, when the V. Shcherbytskyi was at the helm
of the Soviet Ukraine, its economic potential increased almost four
times. Industrial output grew about five times and in the areas char-
acterizing engineering and technological level of the domestic indus-
try such as electricity it increased six times, mechanical engineering,
instrument making, metalworking — almost twelve times. Social la-
bor productivity increased more than 2,5 times, real wages — 2,5
times. The Ukrainian Republic occupied first and second places in
the continent by many indicators of industrial and agricultural de-
velopment. The people of Ukraine were justifiably proud of the out-
standing achievements of Ukrainian scientists and of development of
unique culture and art. Ukraine’s population grew from 43,1 million
in 1961 to 52 million in 1990, almost by 9 million people.
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The Soviet Ukraine was one of the most developed republics
of the USSR and ranked among the top ten leading countries of
Europe. Volodymyr Shcherbytskyi was the acknowledged leader of
this highly developed country of the continent, a famous statesman
in the world.

As a member of supreme state and party bodies of the USSR
V. Shcherbytskyi took a principled stand on all matters concerning
the interests of the Soviet state and the Ukrainian SSR as its part,
strengthening the defense and international position of our country.

In view of the situation, which developed in Ukraine during 20
years of its independence, the achievements of the Republic headed
by V. Shcherbytskyi are really impressive testifying to the enormous
potential of the Ukrainian society and our nation. Unfortunately,
much of what was achieved owing to the dedicated work of the pre-
vious generations led by the Communist Party in those years was
lost, including the unique experience of management, the successful
solution of economic, scientific, social issues, organizing the staff,
educating the younger generation.

V. Shcherbytskyi paid great attention to education of cadres
in the spirit of high responsibility, creative and proactive imple-
mentation of the assigned tasks, the uncompromising attitude to
the shortcomings, poor discipline and embezzlements. Leader with
the great life and political experience, he earlier than in the lead-
ership of the Communist Party realized the necessity of profound
changes in the Soviet society in the new stage of its development,
strengthening of democratic principles, restructuring of economic
relations, turning the economy to solution of growing social prob-
lems, reformation of the Soviet federation and false of the so-called
Gorbachev-Yakovlev «perestroika», which ended up by antisocial
revolution, collapse and destruction of the great Soviet Union state.

Politicians accused V. Shcherbytskyi and authorities of the Soviet
Ukraine led by him in «retarding the restructuring process» and
called Ukraine <«reserve of stagnations. These allegations are not
true. Certainly, the negative processes developing in all spheres
of the Soviet society could not but affected the life in Ukraine.
Moreover, destructive nationalist-radical forces, «Movement for
Perestroikas in the first place, intensified their activities in Ukraine.
They were supposed to stand for fighting with negative develop-
ments in the socialist society, but soon, taking advantage of activi-
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ties of the socialism destroyers in Russia and in the Baltic republics,
openly called for Ukraine’s withdrawal from the Soviet Union and
for the restoration of capitalism.

In those circumstances the Central Committee of the Communist
Party of Ukraine, the government of the Soviet Ukraine held a sit-
uation in the country in their hands. Comprehensive programs of
the radical reformation of the economy on the basis of socialism,
improvements in functioning of the state authorities, in the social
and humanitarian spheres were developed on the basis of recom-
mendations and advice of V. Shcherbytskyi. However, Gorbachev’s
leadership of the CPSU was not interested in the Ukrainian initia-
tive, while anti-socialist take-over and ban of the Communist Party
of Ukraine prevented from implementation of the planned program.
We all witnesses of what finally happened with the country.

V. Shcherbytskyi was not destined to learn the tragedy of what
happened — he died in February 1990, in less than six months
after retirement and a year and a half before the tragic events of
August 1991. His good name was injured during his lifetime and
after his death by various turn-coat politicians and shape-shifters.
Only this year a plaque was placed on the building in Kyiv, where
he lived. It may seem strange, but there is no monument to this
outstanding public and political figure in the capital, there is no
street or square called after him.

As a member of the senior leadership of the Soviet state and
the leader of the Ukrainian Soviet Republic, V. Shcherbytskyi was
personally involved in making many decisions on the internation-
al and defense policy of the USSR. Whenever such a decision was
taken, he paid close attention to taking into account the interests
of Ukraine and other republics.

V. Shcherbytskyi attached great importance to staffing of the
state authorities involved in foreign policy issues, to the most
productive use of the opportunities of the Republican Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, our representatives in the international organi-
zations (the United Nations, UNESCO, ILO, etc.), to promotion
of the interests of Ukraine, its achievements in economic, social
and cultural development, working with the Ukrainian diaspo-
ra, particularly in the United States and Canada. As the head of
the Government, he supervised preparations for the participation
of the Soviet Ukraine in the World Exposition 1967 in Toronto
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(Canada) and composition of the delegation, team of artists, the
content of our exhibition.

It is worth mentioning numerous meetings of V. Shcherbytskyi
as the member of the Politburo and the Presidium of the Supreme
Soviet, the Council of Ministers of the USSR and then the First
Secretary of the Communist Party of Ukraine with government
and political leaders of other countries and with foreign delegations.
Then itineraries of the foreign delegations visiting the Soviet Union
in many cases included visit to Ukraine to demonstrate its achieve-
ments. In particular, V. Shcherbytskyi met with the U.S. President
Richard Nixon (he was in Kyiv with L. Brezhnev), the President of
France Giscard d’Estaing, the President of India Indira Gandhi, the
Prime Minister of Canada Pierre Trudeau, the President Socialist
Federal Republic of Yugoslavia Josip Broz Tito (he was also with
L. Brezhnev), the Prime Minister of the Revolutionary Government
of the Republic of Cuba, th First Secretary of the Communist
Party of Cuba Fidel Castro, the General Secretary of the Central
Committee of the Workers Party of Korea, the President of the
Democratic People’s Republic of Korea Kim Il Sung, the President
of Bulgaria Todor Zhivkov, the First Secretary of the Communist
Party of Slovakia Josef Lenart, the First Secretary of the Central
Committee of the Socialist United Party of Germany Egon Krenz,
the President of Syria Hafez Assad, the President of Afghanistan
Babrak Karmal and many others.

V. Shcherbytskyi visited foreign countries in composition of the
Soviet delegation headed by the Secretary General of the CPSU
Central Committee, the Chairman of the Presidium of the Supreme
Soviet of the USSR L. Brezhnev (Cuba, Hungary), and as the head
of the delegations (the Czechoslovak Socialist Republic, Bulgaria,
the Algerian People’s Democratic Republic and other countries).

A special place is occupied by V. Shcherbytskyi’s visits to the
United States: in 1967 he led a delegation of the Ukrainian SSR
to the UN General Assembly, where he made a speech as the head
of our state. In 1985 he was on official visit in the USA, met
with Ronald Reagan and held frank exchange of views with him.
Documents reflecting the course of the visit clearly indicate dig-
nity and competence with which V. Shcherbytskyi represented the
Soviet Union in the negotiations. Warm letter to V. Shcherbytskyi
testifies to the impression made by him on the U.S. President.
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In connection with the death of K. Chernenko, the General
Secretary, the Chairman of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet
the visit of the Ukrainian delegation was interrupted and the pro-
gram, which provided to visit the State of California, was cut.
V. Shcherbytskyi failed to arrive to the Plenum, where the new
CPSU General Secretary was elected. This caused various inter-
pretations, as objectively V. Shcherbytskyi as a member of the then
Soviet Politburo was most of all prepared to take up the post of
the Communist Party and the Soviet State leader. In my opinion,
participation of V. Shcherbytskyi in the Plenum would have hardly
changed the taken decision, especially because V. Shcherbytskyi, to
my knowledge, did not have such ambitions. Although I am con-
vinced that if he had become the leader of the Union State, he
would not have allowed such tragic development of the events for
our people.

I may only say that Volodymyr Shcherbytskyi, a faithful son of
Ukraine, will for ever remain in the memory of grateful country-
men for his great achievements.
