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EDUCATION OF DIPLOMATS: MODERN CONTEXT

oday the world developes in the conditions of at least two ma-

I jor strengthening trends that significantly change the exist-

ing structure of international relations. These are the further
globalization and integration of the modern world order.

The process of globalization with its many components — politi-
cal, economic, scientific, technical and humanitarian caused the real
burst of civilization capable to change the progress of the mankind.

New international environment and conditions different from the
previous national development objectives set a task for Ukraine to
educate diplomatic cadres, which in the intellectual, socio-cultural
and professional sphere would meet the realities of the modern world.

The main determinants of globalization affecting all states and
diplomatic services without exception are as follows:

- a combination of internal and external political, economic and
cultural factors and interests into a single multipolar interactional
environment that today is the real area for international relations;

- globalization of economic development and, consequently,
economization of foreign policy;

- regionalization of the world economy with separation of three
sets of integration: Europe, North America and Eastern Asia;

- tendency to asymmetry in the relations between the global
«center» and the «world periphery»;

- maintaining and deepening the gap between rich and poor
countries in their social and economic development;

- threats, challenges and socio-economic, military-political and
environmental risks of globalization era;

- globalization of terrorism and the emergence of so-called
«asymmetric threatss;
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- information and communication revolution and as one of its
manifestations — the rapid Internet development;

- formation of a unified educational space within the European
Union (Bologna process);

- a significant increase of the number of new actors of interna-
tional relations, NGOs in the first place with changing functions
of the traditional international organizations such as the UNO,
NATO, OSCE and others;

- democratization of international relations and a more active
involvement of various social and cultural groups, political parties
and individuals;

- gradual reduction of funding for diplomatic and foreign service
as a result of globalization and the end of confrontation;

- Transformation of foreign diplomatic missions into the «service
organizations» called for providing services with simultaneous ad-
dressing almost all aspects of the national foreign policy;

- growing role of multilateral diplomacy with simultaneous
transformation of bilateral diplomacy to perform new functions.

It is obvious that under these conditions a significant burdain is
laid on the scientific and methodological framework providing both
foreing policy activities and diplomacy, which is continuing to be
a constructive way of forming a new world order.

More complicated structure of the world system and the nature
of international political interactions require for their analysis and
modeling not only deep specialization, but also broader scientific
knowledge not always provided by the traditional universities. It
should be noted that the profession of a diplomat was never mass —
it has always been elitist, i.e. belonged to the activities carried out
by the ruling elites of the society.

The Diplomatic Academy of Ukraine is the main instrument for
formation of the modern diplomatic corps of Ukraine, which would
meet the most challenging requirements facing the global diplomacy.

The Diplomatic Academy of Ukraine under the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs celebrated its 18-year anniversary. During this time,
more than 800 of its graduates received quality education and became
decent employees of the MFA diplomatic institutions. The Academy
gained well-deserved reputation not only in Ukraine, but also abroad.
Its graduates are the representatives of Georgia, Turkmenistan,
Armenia, Azerbaijan, Indonesia, Bulgaria and other countries.

Establishment of the Diplomatic Academy of Ukraine in 1995
was dictated by the time, since the expanded Ministry of Foreign
Affairs requested qualified young professionals. Today the Academy
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can not be outside the orbit of the global political processes. Life,
foreign policy and diplomacy are changing as well as the tempo of
international events, so we have to respond accordingly. In other
words, if the Balkans events were on the top yesterday, today the
Middle East events attract our attention more and more. We and
our curriculum are changing along with the global trends. We try
to respond to the challenges and threats of the time rapidly, because
diplomacy is a living organism, a combination of methods, knowl-
edge and a set of diplomatic tools that constantly require quality
upgrades. For 18 years we managed to design a new curriculum and
to encorporate there along with the fundamental disciplines entirely
pragmatic subjects, taking into account the current needs of profes-
sionals of specific regional or functional profile.

Today, diplomacy out of the art developed into a meaningful ef-
fective work and the diplomats with their network are highly qual-
ified intellectual support for the government leaders. Critical de-
cision-making is the prerogative of the government, although dip-
lomats of various ranks do all preparatory work. Diplomacy is a
reflection of life and it must not only consider, but be guided by
such categories as professionalism, honesty and patriotism.

Long-term curriculum of the DAU focuses on specialization in
such areas as the practical diplomacy, diplomatic and consular ser-
vice, regional and country studies, European integration, foreign
policy, national and regional security, economic diplomacy and more.

Strategic goals and objectives of the current development of the
Diplomatic Academy are specified by the functions that it performs
as a departmental higher educational institution of the diplomatic
service of the country.

The Diplomatic Academy provides development of professional
competence of the diplomatic service and other public authorities in
the sphere of foreign relations.

The main objective of this higher educational institution is to
provide professionalization of personnel of the diplomatic and civ-
il services in the field of foreign relations. Historically citizens of
Ukraine with foreign language skills were attracted in foreign pol-
icy and international cooperation activities in the time of formation
of foreign affairs authorities.

The President of Ukraine issued a Decree on establishment of
the Diplomatic Academy of Ukraine in order to provide professional
training to government employees, who worked in the field of for-
eign affairs of Ukraine.
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The main forms of professional training of civil servants in for-
eign relations are as follows: master degree in foreign policy and
upgrading in the field of foreign relations. Each year, the Academy
enrolls about 150 students in «Foreign Policy» education and more
than 600 civil servants upgrade their skills. With time the needs
and requirements of the professional competence of public authori-
ties in the sphere of foreign relations change as well as the range of
knowledge and skills of a modern diplomat and state official.

New requirements for foreign policy and state governance are
dictated by the dramatic changes, processes and phenomena occur-
ring in the world today and by the impact that the global develop-
ments have on life of any country, including Ukraine.

Modern foreign policy and governance of the country should be
based on a clear understanding of the nature of global processes,
the nature and content of their impact on politics, diplomacy, econ-
omy and social sector.

A clear picture of what is happening in the country and in the
international area allows the policy officials to choose appropri-
ate and the most effective tools to respond to external impacts and
internal transformation challenges.

Therefore, we believe that formation of strategic thinking, stra-
tegic planning and governance should become the foundation of
modern education in the field of foreign affairs.

The Diplomatic Academy graduate should be able to assess the
international environment and its impact on the country, to deter-
mine goals and objectives of the external or the internal policy of
the country corresponding to current external threats and oppor-
tunities and to offer adequate and effective tools. Achieving this
goal requires a revision of the existing learning model. It is time of
transfer from professional training to the problem-solving training,
from mastering knowledge and skills in a particular profession to
developing capacity to produce new knowledge and to solve prob-
lems arising from the external environment.

Active accession of Ukraine to the international community,
its participation in the integration processes and strategic partner-
ships require to focuse on purposeful management of these process-
es. Today Ukraine needs specialists able to think strategically, to
prepare concept documents on foreign and domestic policies and to
ensure their implementation.

A graduate of the Diplomatic Academy should be able to pre-
pare a conceptual policy document based on the analysis and evalu-
ation of the international environment.
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This vision of areas for professional development of public of-
ficials in the sphere of foreign relations leads us to understand the
need of radical renewal of the Diplomatic Academy, to application
of the new content and educational models. Furthermore, these
tasks are defined by the President of Ukraine strategy for public
administration modernization.

It is clear that introduction of problem-based learning model for
acquiring competencies of strategic thinking, planning and manage-
ment at the Diplomatic Academy will require a fundamental review
of all aspects of the higher educational institution. However, the
crucial factor of qualitative transformation of the Academy is cre-
ation of a system of fundamental and applied research of the diplo-
matic systems, global and regional transformations.

The Diplomatic Academy should become a leading center of re-
search of modern international processes for the needs of scientific
support in revising the educational process at the Academy and for
research and analytical support of the state authorities in the sphere
of foreign relations.

In modern conditions the effectiveness of any action is based
on the knowledge and research is the only way of obtaining it. No
positive changes are possible without science and knowledge. It is
the axiom of modern times.

Our vision of changes may remain unrealized if we fail to consoli-
date around the Diplomatic Academy and to attract the best Ukrainian
specialists for its educational and scientific activities. Capacity build-
ing is the next strategic priority of the Diplomatic Academy.

It is noteworthy that the state provides adequate funding of the
Diplomatic Academy functioning at the moment. In order to finance
its substantial renewal we plan to efficiently and purposefully use
other sources of funding, to cooperate on a contractual basis with oth-
er stakeholders. Primarily it is about business. Ukrainian enterpris-
es, especially export-oriented ones, also need specialists in strategic
thinking, which can provide a combination of internal needs with ex-
ternal opportunities. There is considerable potential partnership with
the Ukrainian businesses in education of the top management.

Vision for the future is clear, the mission of the Academy is un-
derstood and the goals and objectives are specified by the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine. It is time to begin practical imple-
mentation of priority projects and plans.
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
