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A PERSON OF UKRAINIAN POLITICAL ELITE
STROKES TO THE FIGURE OF VOLODYMYR YALOVYI

Good deeds will be replenished...

t is always difficult to write about a public man. After all,
Iwhen a person is in the public eye, most often, for genet-
ic reasons, we look for something negative, if not in private
life, business or behavior, then at least in the manners. Believe
me, Volodymyr B. Yalovyi, now one of the deputy heads of the
Verkhovna Rada Administration of Ukraine, cannot be assessed
this way. Professionalism, balanced judgments, tolerance and
friendliness characterize him in communication. It is not a tribute
to modern trends in image-making of the leading figure. He pos-
sessed these traits since the days when he was entrusted to lead the
huge komsomol organization at the Kyiv machine-tool plant, the
workshop staff, the party organization of the factory, and later he
was elected chairman of the executive committee of Radyansky dis-
trict (rayon) in Kyiv. It seems since that time no significant changes
occurred either in Volodymyr Yalovyi’s behavior, or in the lifestyle,
or managerial style. Eventually he was appointed to a higher posi-
tion — deputy head of the capital city, though he remained as pop-
ular and smooth-tempered as before, except, perhaps, wiser. City
concerns and scopes of problems to be resolved beyond the district
scale enriched his managerial experience.
However, watching him as an official the Kyivites did not notice
any affectation or false posturing inherent to many modern politi-
cians and governmental officials. His speeches at the City Council
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meetings or public hearings were always concise; the opinions
clearly expressed the subject matter and problems. Logical judg-
ments were supported by the realities of life. Multiple situations re-
quired concision to a wide extent: every day he had to resolve nu-
merous problems of the multidivisional urban economy, getting in-
volved into the intricacies of the city budget, operation of the City
Council permanent commissions. We are not mistaken to witness
that Deputy City Mayor — City Council Secretary (it was his po-
sition in the late 90’s — early 2000’s) had to be great at the intri-
cate art of a politician to implement strategic and tactical issues of
the city development. Clearly, it was not just housing or industri-
al construction, but also expansion of the city infrastructure, rais-
ing its cultural, economic level, social, political, and international
prestige. Volodymyr Borysovych had a gift to see the essence, the
prospect behind hundreds of prosy, routine cases. This talent made
possible for the deputy corpse (politically rather unusual) to elect
him twice at a run, practically unanimously, to this high and re-
sponsible position in the capital city.

«Contemporaneity is always on the way from the past to the fu-
ture> — Volodymyr Yalovyi put once at the Editorial Board meet-
ing of the annual non-fiction anthology «Historical Calendars», pub-
lication thereof was actively supported at the city government level
thanks to the City Council Secretary. Feeling and understanding
the history of Kyiv, its place in shaping the nation’s spirituality and
culture highlights another facet of Volodymyr Yalovyi’s multilateral
activity. Once, together with Pavlo O. Kryvonos, Director General
of the General Directorate for Servicing Foreign Representations,
he attended the traditional meeting of Kyiv scholars-historians,
diplomats and journalists at the <«Planet> International histori-
cal club. This scientific NGO interested Volodymyr Borysovych.
Communication with famous scientists — Ivan F. Kuras, the
then vice-president of the NAS of Ukraine, Leonid V. Hubersky,
Academician of the NAS of Ukraine, former director of the Institute
of International Relations, and now Rector of the Taras Shevchenko
National University of Kyiv, diplomats and journalists suggested
the idea to launch a new publication, so far the only one in the
world — an annual scientific anthology «Diplomatic Ukraine».
Volodymyr Yalovyi wrote in the introduction to the first issue:
«Actually, our publication tells about the past and the present of
Ukrainian diplomacy and its place in the global context. The read-
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ers can touch the history of the emergence of international relations
since the time of the Kievan Rus, dive into the past century events».

Pages of the annual anthology, thirteen books thereof have
already been published, show the public the recondite facts and
events of the diplomatic life in Bohdan Khmelnytsky’s era and the
heirs of his deeds, the Ukrainian People’s Republic, the activities of
Ukrainian ambassadors, memoirs of contemporaries with the events
of that extremely interesting period, as well as the stories about
the first steps of the modern diplomacy in independent and sover-
eign Ukraine.

Publication of the scientific almanac «Diplomatic Ukraine» has
commenced. We have to give credit to Volodymyr Yalovyi: behind
the daily cares of extremely urgent business life of the city council, he
made time and took up his pen preparing a publication in almost ev-
ery issue. He wrote a thorough study «Kyiv Twin Cities: Experience
and Prospects of Regional Diplomacy». Using definite facts and per-
sonal experience, the author introduced the readers to the intertwining
of Kyiv interests and its sister cities which number reached by fifty. For
several decades Kyiv has friendly and mutually beneficial relations with
the cities abroad. «Formerly the relations with sister cities were focused
on expanding cultural interaction, holding the Days of Culture, exhi-
bitions, visits of performance ensembles, — stated Volodymyr Yalovyi
in the article. — After Ukraine’s independence was declared an active
cooperation in various fields began: economics, urban economy, ad-
ministration, transportation, environmental protection, investmentss.
The experience gained by Volodymyr Yalovyi as the department head
of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine assisted him in success-
ful implementation of the concept to develop Kyiv international rela-
tions. Although the foundation was laid, as people put it, by the nature.
The talent to anticipate, think for the future are the features inherent
to Volodymyr Yalovyi who was directly involved in revitalizing Kyiv
contacts with influential international organizations — the Association
of European cities, the International Union of Local Authorities, the
UCLG, the World League of Historical Cities, the World Union
of Cities for Peace, the International Association of Cities — Peace
Envoys, etc. With the support of the Association of European cities,
the European Commission adopted a joint project of Kyiv and Munich
twin cities entitled «Support of Strategic Urban Planning».

The international conference under the «Twin Cities» project,
TACIS program, held in Kyiv in October 1998 was a milestone
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event. 150 representatives from 38 countries attended the confer-
ence. The annual meeting of the EBRD management held in May
1998 in the capital of Ukraine is also among the important events
to develop Kyiv international relations.

The fundamental article «Kyiv Twin Cities: Experience and
Prospects of Regional Diplomacy» turned out to be interesting
and topical. It was felt that the author was living with the covered
problems; he was concerned not only by the issues of Kyiv interna-
tional relations, but also by advancing the image of the Ukrainian
capital. He wrote: «Aimed at accelerating the reforms and socio-
economic development of the city, a series of measures was taken
to establish close international relations, attract foreign investments
in the city economy, form modern urban infrastructure and ensure
a high level of industrial production sectors and services in Kiev.
Considerable attention was paid to creating Kyiv positive image to
intensify foreign investment flow and facilitate integration of the
Ukraine economy into the global economy. Extensive efforts were
made to bring our capital city to the international financial markets
in order to increase the city capabilities to raise loans».

Volodymyr Borysovych did not exhaust the subject matter cov-
ered: «Cooperation between the cities and regions in various countries
is promising and useful for the cities of the young independent states.

Dissemination and implementation of the experience gained
during such interaction assists improving the economic situation in
our cities and hence, raising welfare and living conditions of their
inhabitants. The subject matter of twin cities as a factor of the re-
gional diplomacy is so versatile that is worth more active discussion
and closer cooperations.

The third annual issue of «Diplomatic Ukraine» contains an in-
teresting publication by Volodymyr Yalovyi. He dedicated the arti-
cle to the topic that reflected the role of Kyiv as the capital in estab-
lishing and developing diplomatic relations of the young Ukrainian
state. He did not only describe practical activities in this area but
also emphasized: «...by the time of declaring the Ukraine’s indepen-
dence there were only 10 agreements with twin cities, now they al-
ready number 53». He described in practical terms the new trends
of Kyiv cooperation with the twin cities as one of the regional poli-
cy components. «Formerly Kyiv signed cooperation agreements with
large foreign cities, not with the capitals. Moscow signed the agree-
ments with the capital cities. Therefore in Soviet times the twin cit-
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ies included: Wuhan, Krakow, Kyoto, Tampere, Toulouse, Odense,
Florence, Edinburgh and Chicago. Since independence the capital
city authorities, members of the city council realized that the re-
gional diplomacy should come out to a new level. Then a dilemma
emerged: with whom to sign the agreements, with which cities. We
found a compromise: to continue implementation of the existing
agreements, but to focus in future on signing the agreements only
with the capital cities of foreign states... The geography of interna-
tional relations has expanded, foreign countries received more in-
formation about Kyiv and about Ukraine in a whole... Sometimes it
is difficult to distinguish what comes first: the diplomacy of Kyiv
city — the diplomacy of the capital city or actions of professionals
from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. For us it does not matter. We
do common cause. The main goal is Ukraine’s decent place among
the international community».

To create a city government that would satisfy the needs of
the general public is a complex and lengthy process. Using histori-
cal achievements in this case is an undeniable condition. Therefore
appeal to a good previous experience is only to the benefit of the
case. Remember that local self-government in the Ukrainian land
has fairly ancient roots and traditions and its origins date back
to the time of the territorial neighbor community of the ancient
Slavs. Granting the Magdeburg Law to Kyiv by the Grand Duke
of Lithuania Alexander Kazimirovich was important for further de-
velopment of the city local self-government. It was consistent with
the spirit of Kievites’ independence, their desire to independent-
ly resolve the most difficult, sometimes intricate problems of that
time urban life. Revival of self-government in Kyiv was on schedule
right after Ukraine’s independence. Various measures included ac-
tive involvement of the scientific forces to study the principles of the
ancient Magdeburg Law. Materials collected by the scientists were
reflected in a special issue of the historical journal «Memory of
Centuries» (Ne 2, 1999) published under Volodymyr Yalovyi’s guid-
ance. Issues of local self-government were discussed at the interna-
tional conferences and in the media. The expected final chord was
the adoption of the Law «On Local Self-Government in Ukraine»
which became the legal ground for municipal reform. Certainly, life
requires permanently keeping abreast of the events and finding the
best options. «Specifics of exercising self-government and execu-
tive power in the capital city, — V. Yalovyi stated, — lies in the
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functioning of local Radas that have their own executive bodies in
line with the Constitution of Ukraine. At that, the Constitution of
Ukraine (Article 118) establishes that the executive power in Kyiv
is effected by the local state administrations. That is why the city
and rayon Radas in Kyiv, pursuant to the provisions of paragraph
2, Section 7 “Final Provisions” of the Law “On the Capital City
of Ukraine — Hero City Kyiv” form their own executive bodies at
the respective state administrations which in parallel (simultane-
ously) fulfill the functions of local bodies of the state executive
power. Thus, the socio-economic development of the city is admin-
istered on a single organizational base, comprehensively, coordinat-
ed. This form of administration in Kyiv precludes the possibility of
two chief executive officers and two executive bodies (the executive
committee and the city state administration) acting in parallel, the
functions thereof overlap and duplicate in case they act at the same
managerial level without proper coordination. Such duplication will
necessarily result in problems to distribute the rights, duties and
responsibilities between them and ultimately in a conflict, mistakes
and direct damages due to the loss of clear control over the city.

Creating a legal framework for local self-government is certain-
ly a positive factor. However, this process should forge ahead. I
mean the need to develop new laws and regulations that would re-
fine some provisions of basic laws, regulate the activities of various
self-government bodies. I would like to state that much has been
done in Kyiv. The appropriate decisions to form the municipal mi-
litia have been approved, the regulation on self-realization agencies
of the population has been drafted and many other documents have
been prepared. However, there exist a number of problems to be re-
solved at the level of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraines.

Time has confirmed the correctness of these judgments.

Volodymyr B. Yalovyi is not only a highly proficient manager
but also a sophisticated theoretician to build and develop the in-
frastructure in all its manifestations — from communication link-
ages to preservation of historical monuments, spiritual aura of the
ancient city. Probably, it will be unfair not to mention Volodymyr
B. Yalovyi’s participation in establishing long-term cooperation
programs between the city and the National Academy of Sciences
of Ukraine, his constant concern of education and support to scien-
tific and fiction periodicals (incidentally, deprived of the attention
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by the oligarchic pyramid), participation in the renewal of histori-
cal monuments and Ukrainian culture...

Together with Ukrainian cultural workers Volodymyr B. Yalovyi
opened the monument to Serge Lifar, a prominent Kievite, a world-
renowned dancer and head of the dance company at the Paris
Grand Opera House, on the shores of Lake of Geneva in Lausanne.

To briefly define the essence of his life over the last three decades,
it includes daily meetings and communicating with people. Actually,
meetings with people, because he went to people, people went to him,
constitute his biography. Human respect, their trust and his faith in
people, no matter where he worked: at the Kyiv machine-tool works,
at the Soviet or diplomatic work — everywhere people created him
something that is called by a weighty word — credibility. It will nei-
ther be acquired for money, nor received as designation to a big post.
This special privilege is a gift of human recognition.

At present Volodymyr B. Yalovyi holds no less laborious po-
sition as the deputy head of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine
Administration. He recently defended his thesis for the Ph.D. de-
gree in public administration. His experience to administer local
self-government in the metropolitan city is accepted with interest
by the students at the National Academy of Public Administration
under the President of Ukraine.

The new era is breathing in a reverent anxiety of the day.
Persons holding the artery of life are on its shoulders. Volodymyr
Yalovyi, our colleague and team-fellow, is among them. His scien-
tific and journalistic achievements is a weighty contribution to re-
solve the problems faced by Ukraine at the crossroad of two centu-
ries, two millennia, two very dissimilar social epochs that decided
the fate of Volodymyr Yalovyi. These achievements contribute much
to the scientific field called Kyiv studies, part of the regional stud-
ies as an academic historical science.
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
