Ukrainian political and scientific environment. Considering

the contribution of the hero of the day into the modern politi-
cal and scientific life, particularly into participation of our scientific
yearbook «Diplomatic Ukraine» formation, we address in thoughts
the great personalities — his teachers and mentors. Professors from
Taras Shevchenko University in Kyiv including his first magnitude
star unforgettable Gennady V. Strelskyi who introduced the young
student D. Tabachnyk into the intricacies of the world diplomacy
history made undoubtedly a decisive impact on his profession selec-
tion as the highest quality historian. Professor Rem G. Symonenko,
an extraordinary, uncompromising, deeply honest and highly pro-
fessional person became the tutor and the undisputed authority
for the young graduate student at the Institute of History of the
Academy of Sciences.

In the early 1990s the powerful tandem of historians and poli-
ticians — D.V. Tabachnyk and I.F. Kuras launched a series of pilot
studies on the history of diplomacy. We remember when the first
issue of the «Diplomatic Ukraine» yearbook was published the vice-
president of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, Doctor
of Historical Sciences I.F. Kuras presenting the new edition to the
foreign diplomatic corps, scientific community and the press em-
phasized: «Today Ukraine is known not just as a public nomination
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but as a politically engaged country. And therefore the importance
of diplomacy in the international life is constantly growing. The
status of scientific support contributes to a large extent to its de-
velopment. Periodicals play an important role in highlighting the
Ukrainian diplomacy historical heritage, its theoretical fundamen-
tals as a science and arts of foreign policy. Note that the range of
materials in the first issue is very broad and multifaceted: theoreti-
cal articles and scientific explorations, portraits-essays of Ukrainian
diplomats, memories and biographical studies. They are attractive
because people of various ideological positions and political orien-
tations share their memories, because they convey the breathing of
the challenging, restless periods in Ukrainian history. It’s time to
objectively and regularly reconstruct the diplomatic life history of
Ukraine, publish profound and deep researches about the activities
of foreign state policy creators, get the readers familiarized with the
epistolary works of the known diplomats, thorough researches and
theoretical studies in the important field of international relationss.

Perhaps the fate decreed that Ivan Kuras’s baton in the history
of diplomacy as the command of the soul and heart was picked up
by a young historian but already quite influential politician Dmytro
Tabachnyk, widely known for his political essays about Petro Yu.
Shelest, one of the Soviet Ukraine leaders. Although there were al-
so the other historical researches, very successful and recognized
and awarded the State Prize in Science and Technology, fulfillment
of duties as the head of Presidential Administration of Ukraine,
other high government positions required great efforts and physi-
cal strength, he found the time in his tight schedule of busy so-
cial and political life to implement scientific ideas. Within a short
time span his scientific and journalistic heritage increased by over
200 scientific printed papers including: «According to standard ac-
cusations» (1990), «Oleksii Kyrychenko: finishing touches to po-
litical portrait> (1991), «Mass repressions in Ukraine» (1992),
«Repressed revival» (1993), «Ukraine on the verge of the XXI cen-
tury: Political aspect» (1995), «Ukraine: alternative development.
Criticism of historical experience» (1996), «Ukraine on the way to
the world: Heads of foreign ministries of Ukraine in 1917-1996»
(1996), «Ukraine. The third chance: Film documents and inter-
views with actors of Contemporary History» (2002), «The history
of Ukrainian diplomacy in persons» (2004).
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The last work is worth noting separately. Actually, in this large
in scope and deep in contents book the researcher goes to wide
philosophical bosom of diplomacy generalization as a political phe-
nomenon. Treating the history of diplomacy development from the
standpoint of historical personalistics, the author often uses artis-
tic methods to reproduce the life and work of prominent historical
figures, convinces the reader that the history of Ukrainian diplo-
macy is fairly stormy and its creators are extraordinary personali-
ties. Today the remarks of Olexandr Shulgyn, the first Minister of
Foreign Affairs of Ukraine, about the role of personality in histo-
ry (which, incidentally, applies to the diplomacy history) are topi-
cal: «Economic, social and international processes result in general
changes in the historical life of peoples, formation of human rela-
tions, transition from feudalism to absolute monarchy, from the me-
dium to the new and the newest times. Each personality showing
at least some activity and mobility, who satisfying his own needs
fights, buys, sells, crafts, invents, sails to distant lands, finally
thinks, writes, etc. participates unconsciously in these processes.
However, alongside with this will that unconsciously makes the his-
tory, there exists a conscious will in the history and at some point
it may be exhibited strongly and clearly. Thus, neither the past life
nor the present one should be considered only as a result of some
economic, or religious, or political, in general, spontaneous factors.
Such an opinion would have led us to fatalism... The history teach-
es us that it is impossible to rely on the logical course of events, the
ofatum of history”. Everybody in his place and to the best of his
ability should struggle and impact the implementation of relevant
historical objectives. The human will is put next to such historical
factors as economic, spiritual, political ones and even above thems».

It is a new and offbeat scientific approach to cover the his-
tory of diplomacy development in Ukraine. Although Dmytro
Tabachnyk quite modestly calls his study a textbook, in our opin-
ion, it is beyond the level of basic research by its evidences and
generalizations. For indeed it is impossible to consider the activity
of any diplomat without examining why he became a head of dip-
lomatic department and why his own fate was formed this way and
not the other, what factors resulted in these or those strategic deci-
sions, whether they were justified by completely arbitrary motiva-
tions which are often conditioned by the mental and psychological
specific features. Understanding this fact makes possible to take a
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fresh look at the national diplomacy history and understand many
midpoints in its development not disclosed earlier.

A personality is born and creates in the heart of the national
culture. However, no collective formations of human spirit exist
separately from the living human individuals: they live in them and
are implemented through them. In the empirical world as well as in
politics there is only one entity — a human being. Thus, the socio-
political dimension of the national creativity is entirely confined to
the interaction of individual creativities. Undoubtedly, this kind of
research is an important component of political analysis. The life
puts forward age-old questions about the relations between personal
traits and deeds of political leaders. It is typical that the proposed
approach to analyze the phenomenon of a diplomatic figure is useful
for practical work in the future activities of that category of people
who have linked their fates with this profession.

Dmytro Tabachnyk’s biography is quite versatile. He worked
his way up from a junior researcher at the Academic Institute of
History of Ukraine to the head of Presidential Administration,
which he took reaching just thirty years of age. He led the press
service at the Cabinet of Ministers, was the head of the Central
Department of information, press and public relations at the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine and five times was elected MP
of Ukraine. Already in the 2000s he was twice Deputy Prime
Minister — Minister of Ukraine (in 2002-2005 and 2006—2007)
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and Minister of Education and Science of Ukraine (since 2010 till
present time). As a scientist in his research works he considers the
international activity of Ukraine through the prism of the diplo-
mat’s figure as an extraordinary personality in the political pro-
cess. Dmytro Tabachnyk scientifically puts forward a new vision of
a person’s self-management role in the context of studying the pro-
cesses of self-realization in Ukrainian society. Civil society develops
dynamically when a person takes full responsibility for his future,
plans his life and strives to succeed self-confidently.

In the current realities of geopolitical situation it is not only im-
portant to possess wisdom but also to use it skillfully. Independent
Ukraine needs Europe. Ukraine’s aspiration for the full-fledged
participation in the European economic life logically results from
the geopolitical location and the history of our state. This is demon-
strated by proactive efforts in the diplomatic and educational fields.

A statesman, a politician and a scientist Dmytro Tabachnyk is a
person of high spirituality and deep historical thinking of the sci-
entist who does a lot in the educational field as the head of this
extremely important public sector and for the further highlighting
of the process to form and develop Ukrainian diplomacy, an impor-
tant component of the state administration.
