It is noted that the problem of the ability to rhythm sense and its role in the knowledge of the world and
creativity was considered in the first philosophical teachings. It is noted that the analysis of the idea of the rhythm in
dance from early civilizations makes it possible to trace the evolution of the choreographic culture from the syncretic
forms to an increasingly independent, individualized dance. It is revealed that the dance reaches its completed plastic,
cosmological type in Greek culture. Appeal to the works of Lucian, Plato, Aristotle gives grounds to assert that
«musychne art» is a complete symbiosis of music, dance and poetry.

The aim of this paper is to systematize representations about the role of rhythm in the formation of syncretic
artistic forms of Antiquity (orheastics).

Research methodology. Based on the analysis and systematization of fundamental literature and the latest
research a scientifically grounded study was carried out.

Results. The value of the ability to rhythm and its role in the knowledge of the world and creativity was
considered in the first philosophical teachings. An analysis of the ideas about the rhythm in dance from early
civilizations makes it possible to trace the evolution of choreographic culture from syncretic forms to increasing
autonomy, individualization of dance. The dance reaches its completed plastic, cosmological type in Greek culture. An
appeal to the works of Lucian, Plato, and Aristotle gives grounds to assert that «music art» is a completed symbiosis of
music, dance and poetry. The results of the study do not complete all aspects of the above problem.

Novelty. Systematization of representations about the role of the rhythm and proof of its leading role in the
formation of syncretic artistic forms of Antiquity (orheastics) has been defoned.

The practical significance. The materials and results of the research can be used for further philosophical,
cultural and art studies of the rhythm of Antiquity and other epochs.

The aim of this article is to research the religious and aesthetic categories, which are universal in relation to the
sphere of humanitarian knowledge and play a constitutive role in the space of culturological discourse, giving it an
integrating, syncretic character that reveals the spiritual integrity of culture.

The methodology of the study lies in applying methods of analysis, synthesis, comparison, generalization, as
well as in the using of terminological, ideological and semantic, historical and cultural approaches. This made it
possible to indicate the ethnocultural absorption of religious and aesthetic values in the formation of the spiritual
foundations of the Cossack culture, to define the nature of syncretism in the sphere of the Cossack Sacrum, and its
impact on the formation of the world-view and the Ukrainian Cossacks" aesthesis.

Results. 1t is established that the sacred category plays the most important role in the religious and aesthetic
space of the culturological discourse. Uniting religion and art, the sacred is a meta category that has a complex
character. Within the culturological paradigm of spiritual syncretism, it integrates not only the religious aspects
(considering the etymology of the notion as saint, sacred ones) but also, mainly, general philosophical, ethical, aesthetic
aspects, that have an unconditional axiological connection with the problems of formation of the cultural consciousness
of the person and society. Hence it follows the fundamental status of the sacred in genesis and the development of the
spiritual culture of any ethnic nation over a long period of time.

Novelty. An attempt is made in this paper to show the development of the culturological conception of the
religious and aesthetic syncretism of the spiritual sphere of the Cossack culture in the unity of faith and aesthesis,
Baroque pathetic and sacred antithetics in the world-view, in mentality and in the art of the Cossack Baroque, which has
a permanent cultural creative meaning in the history of Ukraine.

The practical significance. The scientific propositions formulated in this article can be used by Ukrainian educators in
teaching cultural studies, the history of Ukrainian culture, aesthetics, religious studies, the philosophy of ethnoculture, etc.
