In this article an analysis and generalization of information is conducted in
relation to distribution, etiology, flow and symptoms of malasezioziv of animals, and
also problems which arise up during the leadthrough of diagnostics of malassezia-
infections. Taking into account the results of the conducted analysis, priority directions
of researches are certain, that will allow substantially to promote the level of exposure
of malassezia-infections for shallow home animals and develop the rational charts of
treatment of malassezia-infections taking into account mikorezistentnosti
drozhzhepodobnykh of mushrooms.
